(Name of business) shall protect, indemnify, and save
Lewis-Clark State College harmless from and against any damage, cost,
or liability including reasonable attorney's fees for any or all injuries to
persons, property or claims for damages arising from any acts or
omissions of the Contractor, its employees, or subcontractors. It is agreed
by and between the parties hereto that in no event shall any official,
officer, employee or agent of the college be in any way personally liable
or responsible for any covenant or agreement herein contained whether
expressed or implied, nor for any statement, representation or warranty
made herein or in any connection with this Agreement.

Please note: Lewis-Clark State College is prohibited by Idaho State law to provide
other organizations indemnity and hold harmless language.

Failure of Certificate Holder to demand a certificate or other evidence of full compliance with these
insurance requirements or failure of Certificate Holder to identify a deficiency from evidence that
is provided shall not be construed as a waiver of Insured’s obligation to maintain such insurance.
Failure to maintain the required insurance may result in termination of the 3rd party contract/event
at the Certificate Holder’s option.

By requiring this insurance, Certificate Holder does not represent that coverage and limits will
necessarily be adequate to protect Insured, and such coverage and limits shall not be deemed as a
limitation on Insured’s liability.

LC State reserves the right to modify coverage and or limit requirements.
