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(FBNBB) books, Marketplace (FBMP) books, or First Book Partner Promotion (FBPP) books through First Book Advisory Boards and to track the distributions of these books. FBNBB, FBMP, FBPP, and CS books given at Advisory Board events are not intended to provide 6-12 books per child for a year, as traditional Advisory Board grants do. There is no minimum number of books per child.

To be eligible to receive FBNBB, FBMP, FBPP, or CS books through an Advisory Board, an organization must:

1a. FBNBB, FBPP, or CS books: 

 
Have at least 80% of its children coming from low-income families or be a Title I school.

1b. FBMP books: 
Serve predominately low-income children. Marketplace books may not be given to schools themselves, but may be given to school-based programs.
2. Not discriminate against individuals based on race, gender, sexual orientation, national origin, religion or physical or mental disability.

3. Ensure the books received become the personal property of the children served by the program.

4. Not sell any books received or distribute them outside the parameters of the grant.
