Approval of the Minutes of March 19, 2002:  Motion Senator Heath, Second Senator Hewson. 

Dr. Meier:  Spoke briefly about the All Campus Meeting scheduled for Wednesday afternoon.  President Thomas will give an update on the budget and organizational changes.

Mr. Magruder:  Please note that April is a busy month.  Coming up are interviews for The Pathfinder positions, Clubs & Orgs space allocation, SPB programs, and elections.

Wayne Bolon, Grounds Foreman:  Wayne explained why he gets upset when people get on the fountain area.  He talked about the large amount of donations, the hard work and care that has gone into the fountain area.  He personally has dug plants from the Northfork to plant in the fountain area.  He asked if anyone had any other questions regarding the grounds.

Mardy Bradford, League of Women Voters:  Invited everyone to attend the Idaho Campaign Finance Reform Forum with speaker Lori Dicaire from Idahoans for Fair Elections.  The forum will be held on Wednesday, April 10 at 7:00 p.m. in the LCSC Library TCC Room.

Executive Reports: 
President Smith - The last candidate for Vice President for Student Affairs will be interviewed on Friday, April 4.  The student forum will be at 1:30 with an open forum at 3:30.  He briefly mentioned travel to State Boards.  He discussed having a BBQ at the boathouse on April 20 and invite members of the Foundation, Alumni, Students, Faculty and Staff.  He talked about purchasing a high-density foam sign to put up at the boathouse to raise awareness of what it is and can be.  The Radio Club is ordering T-shirts.  He has a meeting scheduled at LHS next week regarding working with LHS and their radio station.  The Campus Directory is going to happen.  It has been approved for names, email addresses, but no phone numbers.  They will use student information from 10th day headcount and it will be published around Christmas.  Remember that there is money in this for ASB.  He plans make proposals for funding for the boathouse BBQ, Digital Camera, etc.  Radio station depends on LHS and Student Technology fees.  Cost is approximately $20,000.  If we collaborate with LHS it will be only $10,000.  Radio Club already has $2,400.  The boathouse project/sign could be our legacy project.

VP Oglesby:  Gave a budget report.  Total balance of $29,000 with approximately $10,000 available after today's bills.  He also reported on the softball team - he has 11 Senators & Judicial members with 6 more students signed up.  He wants to start another team.  The tournament is Saturday, April 27 at Sunset Park starting at 9:00 a.m.  Gloves will be shared.

Committee Reports: 

Curriculum:  Senator Hewson reported.  There was heated discussion regarding the removal of languages from the Gen. Ed. Core.  Students do not support the loss of languages and arts.  Due to budget constraints the compromise is to list them as inactive not removed such as French.  For Justice Studies remove language and add computer science.

Ways & Means:  Vice President Oglesby reported that changes have been given to the President and Judicial and will be presented to the Senate after Judicial approval.   

Graduation Committee:  President Smith reported.  The committee is purchasing 16 oz. commemorative glasses as a gift to each graduate with some left over to sell.  Graduates attending the banquet will have the opportunity to win one of 3 big prizes, i.e. computer, trip.  VP Oglesby stated that the banquet will be held in different rooms at the Elks Lodge than in the past in order to create a better set-up so that attendees can see and hear better.  The prize giveaway will be in the form of a game show type theme.

Commencement:  President Smith reported.  Plans are going well.  Arrangements are being made for a photographer to be present at the BBQ and at commencement.  He is reviewing music for the recessional, i.e. Star Wars, Porky Pig, Singing in the Rain.  He asked for requests/suggestions.

Senate Information Reports:

Senator Beckett: Reported on the drop off center that will be located inside the existing daycare.  A part-time person will be hired.  The details will be put together by the end of the semester.  

Senator Lame:  Reported that the Higher Education Expo will not happen this year.  The teachers at LHS say that students have already missed too much school this year.

Senator Hewson:  Stated that she is disappointed about possible funding for Clubs & Organizations being reduced.  The BSO, Mock Trial, and VICA clubs are doing really well this year partly due to funding allowing them to go to competitions.

Senator Jackson:  Announced a Mock Trial presentation at 6:00 p.m. on Thursday in MLH 100. 

President Smith:  Stated that after consideration of input the Budget Director has proposed a budget removing $1.00 from the Silverthorne remodel and $1.00 from the Student Technology Fee even though students did not want the Silverthorne budget to be affected.  Discussion ensued.

Senator Redford:  Asked everyone to note the calendar on the agenda.  She discussed an email message regarding doing something toward the 9/11 attack.  The commencement committee is also considering something.

Audience Time: 

Travis Lundquist, SPB member - Gave his support for a 9/11 scholarship.  He also talked about advertising on Warrior Wednesdays.

Erin Peterson, Chief Justice - Discussed prizes and quiz show for the debates.  There was a good turnout for today's debates.  The Ethics committee has worked on a Code of Ethics to go in the ASLCSC Bylaws and Judicial plans to write a Judicial Branch Code of Ethics as well.

Zach Ward, Assoc. Justice - He is working with the Ways & Means Committee to put the current Election Code in the Bylaws.
