Approval of the Minutes of November 27, 2001:  Motion Senator Heath, Second Senator Hewson. Minutes passed.

Dr. Meier:   Visited the correctional facility in Orofino today.  This facility houses some convicts with life sentences.  During the visit today they were able to go into the A Block for the first time where some of the worst offenders are housed.  Beyond that, the process of the whole budget holdback continues.  We are in what has been described as the Track 2 part of the process where people that are directors of areas are getting together and making reports about where possible cuts will come from.  One track also has to do with organizational change in the institution.  They are looking at how the entire organization might change.  It is hard to tell at this point how it is progressing.  A lot will depend on what we here on a state level.  We will probably know more in January.  So far, it doesn't look good.  Specifics are very speculative at this point.  Some reviewers have been in today to assess the Registrar's Office.  About every five years programs are reviewed.  This year the Registrar's Office, Student Life, and Enrollment Management are up for review.

Executive Reports:
President Smith - Announcement to the group going to the ISA conference on Thursday.  Plan to leave at 10:00 a.m.  Meet at 9:30 in the ASB office.  Group will return Saturday night.  If you have any issues you want us to discuss at ISA please let us know.  Differential Fees will be an issue discussed at the conference.  President Smith Briefly mentioned Martin Luther King Jr. Day and Idaho Human Rights Day on January 21, 2002.  ASLCSC has donated to this program in the past and he plans to write a bill for a donation.

VP Oglesby - Briefly discussed the increased cost of the Kiosk due to mis-communication.  Brief discussion ensued.  It is assumed that the Physical Plant will absorb the increased cost.  More comments were made.  VP Oglesby gave a budget report.

Curriculum Committee:  Senator Hewson reported.  Gerry Ramey's proposal was on the table along with a ton of others.  There was support as well as opposition to the proposal.  Having looked at that proposal as an example some other proposals are coming forward.

Faculty Senate:  Senator Jackson reported.  Faculty Senate met last Thursday.  They passed a new computer science program as well as a two-year nursing degree.  Then they discussed the results of their survey as to whether or not administrators and students should be on committees and whether they should have a vote.  It didn't look good for students.  They are sending it back to their divisions and then to Administrative Procedures after that.  

Craft Fair:  VP Oglesby reported.  Overall the Craft Fair went well.  Some of the vendors said that there were a lot more people at this craft fair so the advertising must have worked.  The SOSW set up a table in the SUB the morning of the Craft Fair.  The Craft Fair Committee made a collective decision to ask them to leave.  President Smith spoke to Brian Christianson, SOSW President, regarding the incident.  Discussion ensued.  Guidelines of the Craft Fair were discussed.  One member of SOSW is planning to file a formal grievance.  The grievance will be filed and handled by the Judicial Branch.  Senator Hewson wanted to go on record stating how and why the committee made the decision to ask the SOSW to leave the SUB (further information and comments from Senators and Dr. Meier are on tape).
