Approval of the Minutes of February 5, 2002:  Motion Senator Jackson, Second Senator Hewson. Minutes passed.

Mr. Magruder: Announced that the applications for Clubs & Organizations to have office space in the SUB are now available at the Information Desk.  The deadline for application is March 15, 2002.

Executive Reports: 
President Smith - Announced the date for the Faculty Ice Cream Social.  It will be Thursday, March 21 from 3-4:30 p.m. in the SUB Solarium.  The Executive Committee went to the boathouse last Friday and took some more pictures.  There is an ISA Board of Directors meeting on Friday at 10:00 a.m. at U of I.  

Committee Reports:  

Faculty Association:  Senator Jackson reported.  They discussed the Honors Program and possibly running it with a zero budget.  Dr. Diessner and Dr. Levine are looking into it.  Also discussed was the Theater Program, the Promise Scholarship, and further budget holdbacks.

Finance Committee:  VP Oglesby reported.  The committee met and discussed ways to helps save some of the programs on campus from being cut.  They will give a presentation to the Senate soon.

Graduation Committee:  VP Oglesby reported.  The committee meets on Fridays at 9:00 a.m.  Committee is well on the way with plans.

COM Board:  Senator Heath reported.  The Talking River Review is in the red $3,000 for the first time since 1994.  The budget deficit is due to the interim advisor not understanding the budget and how exactly to spend it.  The regular advisor is back from sabbatical and is working with the budget office to get TRR back in the black.  The Pathfinder budget is presently in the black.  This semester the committee must hire a new editor and business manager for The Pathfinder.  Senator Lame plans on visiting with the Tech side and others to try to get some qualified applicants.

Library Advisory:    Senators Crowell and Jackson reported.  Paul Krause indicated that the Library will be affected by the budget cuts.  They will have approximately $77,000 less in their budget.  Next semester Library hours may be cut.

Ways & Means:  Senator Jackson reported.  Two members of the committee discussed how to go about changing the bylaws.  They assigned the different articles to the each of the three members of the committee.  The committee invited suggestions and comments about the Bylaws to be written down and given to them.

Senate Bill 02-S040, Motion Senator Hewson, Second Senator Beckett.  Discussion. 10 yes, Bill passed.

Senate Bill 02-S041, Motion Senator Beckett, Second Senator Jackson.  10 yes, Bill passed.

Senate Resolution 02-S005, Discussion ensued.     Vote:  10 yes, however, the bill did not have a motion or a second.  Oops.

Senate Information Reports:

Senator Wykoff::  At a press conference this morning, Kathy Noble, the Athletic Director officially announced her resignation.  Dr. Thomas put a hiring freeze on all open positions in Athletics.  She will be acting as Athletic Director until further notice.  Dr. Morris will also be handling some aspects of that department.  Discussion ensued.

Senator Heath announced that she and Senator Redford will be running for ASLCSC Vice President and President, respectively.

Senator Redford recapped the process for writing and distributing bills and resolutions.  Type the bill, give it a number by checking in the binder, print the bill on letterhead, make copies and distribute to all senators, judicial, media (The Pathfinder), and advisor.  Also, please print a signature sheet to go with the original copy.  The original and the signature sheet go to the secretary.

Audience:  

Mr. Magruder:  Started discussion again about not being able to use the Music Bldg. for student events.  Senator Hewson and President Smith are going to check into the matter.  He also talked about the polling sites for elections.  He would like to see a polling site in MLH.  Comments were made.  Some senators felt that it would not be a good idea to move the site from the SUB to MLH.
