ASLCSC Senate Meeting Minutes

February 26, 2002

The meeting was called to order at 4:33

Approval of the Minutes of February 19, 2002:  Motion Senator Hewson, Second Senator Jackson. Minutes passed.

Senator Hewson moved to amend the agenda to change Item N Resolution 02-S036 under New Business to Resolution 02-S004.  Seconded by Senator Jackson.  Motion carries.

Mr. Magruder: Reported that Jackie Ringo and Laura Wilson are working on a date and time for the SUB Board committee to meet.

Executive Reports: 
Vice President Oglesby - The petitions for the Honors Program are in with over 250 signatures.  He will turn them in later this week along with Resolutions 01-F003 and 02-F005.  Briefly discussed Dennis Held's presentation regarding the Talking River Review.  He urges people to take a conservative approach and really think about what we are doing before giving out money to people who come in.  He referenced Dennis Held's letter and the figure of $2,400 projected income from spring student fees.  With the 10th day full-time headcount at 1,959 x $1.50 you get $2,938 which is an increase from $2,400.  Do more investigating and come to an educated decision before giving out money.  Know all the facts before producing any bills.

President Smith - Tomorrow Media Relations will set up the vendor tent outside for selling t-shirts and collecting more signatures for the Honors Program petitions.  Our work study has done a wonderful job making charts for our pop tab contest.  Anais is working on a t-shirt chart as well.  It is mandatory that everyone sells three.  Laura will purchase prizes for the t-shirt sales and pop tab collections.  Still working on Higher Education Day with Soo Lee Bruce, Senator Lame, and Steve Bussolini.  Have had some correspondence regarding this project and will be incorporating some changes.  The Radio Club met and now has a logo.  The club is going to purchase t-shirts and sell them for a fundraiser.  Cost of t-shirts is about $10 each and will sell for $15 each which includes membership dues.  Discussed bringing radio here and have a new approach of sending radio waves to LHS if they approve of the proposal.  

President Smith spoke briefly about "speaking on behalf of the senate".  Investigate the issue further.  Don't talk about it when the person is still in the room.  Dennis Held had mentioned something about ASB bailing out The Pathfinder in the past and after outside discussion this is not true.  Dennis may have misunderstood some advertising sales to ASB and considered that bailing out The Pathfinder.

New Business:

Senate Bill 02-S036, Motion Senator DeLane, Second Senator Hewson.  Discussion ensued.  9 yes.  Bill passed.

Senate Bill 02-S044, Motion Senator Beckett, Second Senator Hewson.  9 yes.  Bill passed.

Dr. Meier:  Reported that the food service contract of 11 years is nearing its end.  Sodexho and others will compete for the contract.  Allows a chance to look at changes and new ideas.  This brings up the need for an on-going, active food committee that would have a part of its main membership students.  Dick Magruder and Dr. Meier will be working on getting this committee together.  The last survey of our food service was very high - 90+% approval rate.  Extending exclusive catering rights to the whole campus was discussed.  Further discussion ensued.  Dr. Meier also discussed a mandatory health insurance proposal for college students.

New Business (con't):

Senator Hewson made a motion to pass Senate Bills 02-S045 - 02-S054 as a Block.  Second Senator Lame.  Motion carries.  Motion to pass Senator DeLane, Second Senator Beckett.  9 yes.  

Senate Bills 02-S045-02-S054 passed.

Senate Bill 02-S055, Motion Senator DeLane, Second Senator Jackson.  9 yes.  Bill passed.

Senate Resolution 02-S004, Motion Senator Hewson, Second Senator Jackson.  Discussion.  9 yes.  Resolution passed.

Senate Information Reports:

Senator Redford:  Stated that the SUB Board Meeting has been scheduled for Tuesday, March 19 at 9:00a.m.  Senators DeLane, Heath, and Hewson are signed up for this committee but are not available at this time.  President Smith and Senator Martinez, Senator Crowell, and Media Director Justin Schultz are available and are signed up on the committee.  We need two more people and Senators Lame, Redford, and Wykoff are available.  Senators Lame and Wykoff volunteered to fill the openings.  

Senator Redford also discussed the Dogwood Festival t-shirt sale. They sell for $15 or $13 if 6 or more are purchased from the same location.

President Smith:  Discussed diverting a portion of co-curricular funding to Coeur d'Alene.  On Thursday he, Senator Jackson, VP Oglesby, Whitney Pugh, and Dr. Meier have a conference call with the 

Coeur d'Alene group.  Senator Hewson voiced her concern that the Coeur d'Alene group had stated at a previous meeting that they wanted funds for pizza parties, etc.  She has concerns that they want funding for parties.

Senator Beckett:  Currently there is not any campus housing available for a Daycare Drop Off Center.

Senator Wykoff:  Asked Dr. Meier for further discussion on the mandatory health insurance  Dr. Meier mentioned the county paying medical bills for indigent students.  International students are required to have medical insurance.  Other colleges in Idaho have proposed mandatory medical insurance.  Discussion ensued.

Motion to adjourn Senator DeLane, Second Senator Beckett.  Meeting adjourned. at 5:43 p.m.
