Approval of the Minutes of December 4, 2001:  Motion Senator Heath, Second Senator Hewson. Minutes passed.

Guest:  Chet Herbst, Assistant to the President for Planning and Director of Institutional Research and Assessment.  Mr. Herbst updated the Senate on some of the recent decisions that were made regarding budget cuts.  He stated that a little more than a dozen first and second year faculty received notice that their contracts may not be renewed.  He said that professional staff must be given sixty days notice of possible cuts.  Dr. Meier also stated that Administration has also been targeted but no decisions have been made at this time.  Some decisions at this time include:  merging Literature & Language with Fine and Performing Arts into Humanities,  cutting rodeo and golf in Athletics as well as reducing scholarships, the honors program has been downscaled.  Confluence Press has been affected.  New construction projects have been deferred or scaled back.  Theater and music were discussed.  The start date for the activity center is in jeopardy.  The Governor has put a freeze on construction.  Dr. Meier feels confident that the activity center may be one of the first construction projects to be restored. Rodeo and golf are being cut while cross-country remains.  President Thomas is making some tough decisions.  Theater is also being cut.  We will need to look into the $21 theater fee and the $4 music fee.  LCSC Health Services are 2/3 the cost of UI Health Services.  The student fee process will be coming up soon.  Regarding the Idaho Student Association, you should be proud of the representatives that went to ISA in December.  It was a good educational experience.  Senator Heath kept them all in line at the meetings.

Curriculum:  Senators Heath and Hewson reported.  English 101 and 102.  Gerry Ramey's proposal for Gen. Ed. Core is still being discussed.  There are issues with liberal arts being cut back too much.  Rita Morris is pushing a proposal from Larry Haapanen.  The Administrative Procedures Committee tabled the proposal before Christmas.  Reducing the Gen. Ed Core would make LCSC more in lin with other colleges in the state.

Santa's Helpers:  Senator Hewson reported.  Program went well.  We had money left over.  We learned that we need to streamline the referral process.

Craft Fair:  The hearing with SOSW went well.
