Approval of the Minutes of  January 22, 2002:  Motion Senator Hewson, Second Senator Heath. Minutes passed.

Mr. Magruder:  Reported that the Student Programming Board put on the first Warrior Wednesday of the spring semester last Wednesday.  They have a new format that turned out ok.  There is a radio show with GoodTimes 105 and also a Talk Show with hosts and guests.  Radio spots on the Radio Show are $20 for a 90 second spot but being a part of the Talk Show is free. 

Senator Heath made a motion to include Senate Bills 02-S033 and 02-S035 on the agenda under New Business as items B and C.  Senator Hewson seconded the motion.  Motion carries.

Dr. Meier:  Reported that Dr. Thomas is currently in Washington D.C. to solicit money for some programs along with Ray Sanders.  He reported that the 10th day headcount is 2,831 which is up from last spring.  The FTE will be calculated by the next Senate meeting.  He talked about an accelerated learning program for high school seniors.  Currently there are 25 students in Genesee participating in the program and taking SD 100.

Executive Reports: 
President Smith - Talked about his meeting with other student government members in Boise during State Boards.  He stated that U of I students are pursuing a moratorium petition drive regarding the tax cuts.  He briefly mentioned the campus phone directory proposal, a calendar of dates for Clubs & Organizations funding dates.  He thanked Senator Wykoff for suggesting inviting the Athletic Director to a Round Table meeting.  There will not be a State Board Meeting in February and he is checking into whether or not the ISA Congressional Assembly will be rescheduled for March.  He showed everyone some proposed logos for the ISA and asked opinions.  Senator Heath, ISA PR Chair, will send the logos to ISA PR members along with the Website she has designed.  He briefly mentioned the plans for a Higher Education Day with local high schools which he along with Senator Lame and Soo Lee Bruce are working on.  President Smith noted various meetings taking place on Friday - Executive meeting, Student Fee Process preliminary meeting, Graduation Committee, as well as Radio Club.  President Smith talked about the Senate getting both sides of an issue, doing thorough investigation, and getting a consensus before making a statement about what the Senate supports.

Committee Reports:  

Student Affairs:  Senator Wykoff reported.  This committee has a meeting scheduled on Monday, February 4th.

Graduation:  Senator Hewson reported.  The committee met last Friday and discussed ideas and plans for the Graduation Awards Banquet.  They also discussed the BBQ on the day of graduation.  There are concerns about the BBQ being affected by the budget cuts since funding for the event comes from other sources as well as ASLCSC.

Financial Aid:   Senator Hewson reported.  The Financial Aid Office has a Trivia Quiz for winning two scholarhips.  The scholarships are $150 and $100.

Finance Committee:  Senator Crowell reported.  The committee discussed student fees and the approach to administration regarding them.

   Motion carried.  Vote:  5 yes (+1 proxy yes vote), 2 no, 1 abstain.  Bill passed.

Senate Information Reports:

Senator Heath - Stated that she had talked with Bill Sheffield and his faculty position has been reinstated and he will remain coach for the Speech & Debate team.  Also the Theater program is on a 3 year phase out.  Senator Heath also asked for help with the Clubs & Organizations meeting on Friday.

Senator Beckett - Commented on the Theater program meeting with Dr. Thomas.

Senator Crowell:  Announced a Ski Club meeting tomorrow at Noon in SUB 225.
