Executive Reports:

ISA Board of Directors will meet at the April State Boards.  U of I students are fighting against differential fees.  This issue was tabled and will discussed next semester. Vice President Oglesby will be giving a presentation from the Finance Committee regarding Student Fees.  He will also be meeting again with Whitney Pugh.  We have 3 Senate petitions turned in for elections.  President Smith has emailed the Chief Justice asking for an extension for filing.

Senate Information Reports:

Senator Beckett:  Reported on the Daycare Drop Off Center.  She has met again with Lori Gaskill who suggested that the best option would be to have a drop off center connected to the current center.  Senator Beckett is trying to work out access to rooms in the current building.

Senator Beckett also reported on a discussion with Kathryn Claussen regarding student use of the Music Building.  Kathryn felt that there is an issue with sufficient security because security only opens the building in the morning and then locks it at night.  Senator Hewson disagreed because she has seen them walk by her house approximately every hour to go to the Music Building.

Senator Lame:  She reported on the Higher Education Expo.  LHS has been making changes to the proposal.  Now it will be like a huge college day.  She asked each Senator to think of two students who would be willing to talk to high school students.  It was suggested that the LCSC Explorers would be good at this.  

Senator Hewson:  Reported bad news from Dean Froehlich regarding the money for the boathouse.  There is no money.  

Senator Wykoff:  Stated that Computer Science is hiring a new professor.  The candidate will give two presentations on Friday, 3/15/02 that are open to students and they want feedback from students who attend.  The first presentation is at 9am and the second at 1pm.  There will be free pizza.

Senator Jackson:  Social Science is currently conducting a search for a professor to replace Dr. Levine since she has become Chair of the Social Division.  Senator Jackson also stated that he and President Smith were looking at the U of I web site which outlines their justification for mandatory student heatlh insurance.  The site was emailed to everyone.  Look at it and see if you can come up with ideas to combat mandatory health insurance.

President Smith:  We have a Discovery Day on Friday and need volunteers.  Senators Heath and Redford volunteered.  He will let Media Relations know to have a Scholarship Certificate ready.  He would also like pictures to be taken.

Senator Hewson:  Discussed with someone at State Boards the fact that LCSC students pay 1/3 of their education and they should have 1/3 representation on the State Board of Education.  She also reported that the BSO team is currently #1.

Vice President Oglesby:  Gave a brief presentation regarding student fees.  Discussion ensued.  

Dr. Meier stated that the increased Matriculation Fee could possibly allow a person to be able to work 12 months instead of being cut back to 10 months.  He stated that the cutbacks will cause Student Affairs to lose one person in Career Development, one person in Financial Aid, and a part-time position in the Registrars Office.  Student Fees will be discussed again at Thursday's Round Table meeting.

Senator Heath:  Suggested setting up the vendor tent in order to disseminate information regarding student fees.
