ASLCSC Senate Meeting Minutes

March 19, 2002

The meeting was called to order at 4:34

Approval of the Minutes of March 12, 2002:  Motion Senator DeLane, Second Senator Lame. 

Senator Heath made a motion to amend the agenda to include Resolution 02-S007 under Old Business and Resolutions 02-S009 and 02-S010 as items C and D under New Business.

Executive Reports: 
President Smith - Commented on the excellent fee hearing that was attended by roughly 60 people.  Remember the ice cream social on Thursday at 3:15 in the SUB Solarium.  He reported on the Web Cam that IT has been investigating.  The cost will be around $1,500 and it would be mounted on top of the Art Building.  IT is going to include the Web Cam in their proposal to Student Technology committee.  He suggested that ASLCSC offset the cost by allocating $200 to the project if the Student Technology committee approves the IT request.  Members of the CDA Executive Standing Committee will be on campus on Thursday and would like to meet for lunch.  Senators Jackson, Lame and Hewson volunteered to meet with them.  President Smith discussed the idea of a refund for the overload fee.

Committee Reports: 

Student Affairs:  Senator Wykoff reported on the Academic Forgiveness Policy.  

SUB Board:  Senator Crowell reported.  The discussed a lot of good things at the meeting.  Computers and flat screened monitors in Jitterz, beutification of the patio outside of Jitterz, were some of the topics discussed.  Senator Martinez elaborated with further topics and stated that they discussed purchasing 5 laptops to check out to students, signage in the SUB, wireless internet access.  He stated that Andy from food service stated that the current campus card system would not be in use by 2003.  Also discussed was the SUB PA system and the moving of the Graphics equipment into one of the SUB Offices.

COM Board:  Senator Lame reported the Board has 4 applicants for The Pathfinder Editor and 5 for Business Manager.  The discussed that the Wrathfinder portion of The Pathfinder is offensive to some people.  There was not a representative of the Talking River Review at the meeting.

Faculty Senate:  Senator Redford reported.  She did not note anything of significance to report to this body.

Old Business:  

Senate Resolution 02-S007, Motion Senator Beckett, Second Senator Jackson.  Discussion ensued.  Resolution passed - 8 yes, 1 no.

New Business:

Senate Bill 02-S058, Motion Senator Jackson, Second Senator Martinez.  Discussion ensued.  Bill passed.

Senate Bill 02-S059, Motion Senator Beckett, Second Senator Lame.  Discussion ensued.  Discussion ensued.  Bill passed.  9 yes.

Senate Resolution 02-S009, Motion Senator Jackson, Second Senator Martinez.  Discussion ensued.  Resolution passed.

Senate Resolution 02-S010, Motion Senator DeLane, Second Senator Jackson.  Discussion ensued.  8 yes, 1 abstention.  Resolution passed.

Senate Information Reports:

President Smith:  On Thursday Dr. Meier will be interviewed for the permanent position of Associate Vice President of Student Affairs.  He is scheduled to meet with students at 10:00 p.m. in SUB 225 with an open forum scheduled for 3:30 p.m.  

Senator Jackson:  Stated that an Ethics Committee meeting has been scheduled for Wednesday at 8am in SUB 205 to discuss the Code of Ethics draft.  Two members of the committee stated that they were unable to make a meeting at that time.  A meeting Friday after 1 p.m. was suggested.  Senator Jackson stated that he would schedule a new day and time.

Senator Hewson:  Reported on Curriculum Committee.  The committee was not sure if it is their position to take a stance on theater and language arts.  They decided that they do not pass program deletions.

Senator Beckett:  A student at the fee hearing had a valid question regarding why we haven't heard anything about administrators taking salary cuts.  The issue was sidestepped when the question was asked.

Senator Crowell:  Asked when the final decision could be expected on the Vice President for Student Affairs position.  President Smith said probably about mid-April.

Senator Hewson:  Asked why the names of the final three candidates had not been released?  President Smith did not have an answer.

Senator Wykoff:  Stated that he was impressed with the candidate for the computer science position.  He said that he thought that she had been offered the position.

Senator Redford:  Told everyone to plan on voting on Club of The Year and New Club of The Year on April 16th.  Sine Di will be May 7th.  She asked for volunteers to plan an end of the semester party.  Senators Hewson, Lame, and DeLane volunteered.  There is a softball tournament scheduled on Saturday, April 27th, 9a.m. at Sunset Park.  Tournament will be ASB versus The Pathfinder.  After spring break there will be 6 Senate Meetings and 5 Round Table meetings.  We have approximately $10,000 left in the budget.  Please think of ideas to spend the funds on such as Leadership/Development, the boathouse, etc.
