Dr. Meier - Discussed a meeting today with the Governor's Representative on Economic Concerns, 

Dr. Bill Rudd.  The governor is requiring another 1% holdback for a total of 3% for this year with an 11% holdback for FY03.  Discussion ensued regarding the holdbacks.  Dr. Meier also discussed the LCSC Day at NIC event.  He felt it went really well.  They served 490 burgers that day.  The events were better coordinated this year and there were better contacts.

Mr. Magruder - The new SPB members met last week.  Three members are going to the NACA Conference this week.  A new club, Rugby Club, is starting up.  The president is Chris Brown.

Executive Reports:
President Smith - He discussed his trip to see the boat house.  There is a lot of potential there.  He has talked to Dr. Sears who recommends other types of water sports instead of a Crew Club.  Dr. Sears says there are too many jet boats on the river and the potential to tip over is too great.  Canoeing and other water sports might do well. Committee Reports:

Old Business:

New Business: 

Official Stance on Student Fee Increases - Discussion ensued.  Outcome:  to maintain the 10% cap on student fees.  Some suggestions for "Official Statement" were:

-Economy of scale,  

-Equity, 

-Repeal tax cuts, 

-Look for other ways to save, 

-Request the governor hold higher education exempt from economic downturns, 

-Cuts will impact 30-40 jobs, 

-We have a personal campus - we take it personally, 

-Spread cuts and fee increases over a period of time.

Mr. Magruder suggested a strategy - We burn a lot of capital on purchase of computers.  What about leasing?
