Approval of the Minutes of November 20, 2001:  Motion Senator Heath, Second Senator Hewson. Minutes passed.

Point of Information:  Next week during Dr. Meier's time we will also have Dean Froehlich and Whitney Pugh present.

Executive Reports:
President Smith - Discussed the resolution that was passed last year regarding the Student Fee Process Timeline.  He has talked to Whitney Pugh, Budget Director regarding the timeline.  Next year they would like to meet with the Senate at the beginning of the semester to answer any questions the Senators may have regarding Student Fees.  As Senate Majority Leader Redford explained earlier, Dean Froehlich and Whitney Pugh will be present at the November 27th Senate Meeting to discuss the Student Fee Timeline.  On November 29th Steve Bussolini will be coming in from Admissions to discuss some of the things they are doing and we can let him know what we are doing as well.  President Smith then briefly mentioned Gerry Ramey's plan to cut down the General Education Core.  LCSC has the highest Gen. Ed. Core in the State of Idaho.  His plan could potentially save $78,000.  President Smith met today with Karla McCann regarding Web Cams and prices.  Plans to have a bill to vote on December 4th.

Committee Reports:  

Curriculum - Senator Heath reported.  They met last week and passed a lot of new things.  There are new programs that will be starting up in technical and academic.  A new nursing program on the technical side and a computer science major in the Natural Science Division.  

Craft Fair - VP Oglesby reported.  He has 11 Ambassadors so far that want to help out with the Craft Fair.There will be a meeting Wednesday, November 28 at 3:00 p.m. in the Executive Office or in the ASB office.  Justin is working on Event Badges to hand out that day.

Senator Lawyer questioned the addition of Dean Froehlich and Whitney to next week's Senate Agenda.  She stated that she thought that needed to be voted on to change the agenda.

Senator Hewson moved to amend the Senate Agenda to include Dean Froehlich and Whitney Pugh after Dr. Meier in the order of the agenda.  Second Senator Lawyer.  Motion carries.

Senator Hewson began discussion regarding Gerry Ramey's Gen. Ed. Core Proposal.  It was then decided this discussion should be moved to Senate Information Reports.

Old Business:  

Election Code:   Justice Zach Ward briefly discussed the changes made to the election code.  Two polling sites on campus, etc.  The goal is to have on-line voting in place for next year.  The location of on-campus polling sites were discussed.  One of the reasons they want to limit it to two polling sites regards the financial issue of paying the polling clerks.  Moving the SUB polling site to MLH for one day was discussed.  Justice Ward does not recommend this because students are used to having a polling site in the SUB both days.  Strategies of getting students to vote were also briefly discussed.

Motion to pass the election code, Senator Heath.  Second Senator Lawyer.  Election Code passed.

Dr. Meier - Apologized for being late.  He has been at the Cottonwood Correctional Center.  He found the LCSC programs there inspiring.  Brings greetings from Melinda Sonnen-Brillon who is currently working at the center.

Dr. Meier commented that this proposal might work better for transfer students.  It may, however, change LCSC's national ranking among peer colleges and universities.

Justin Schultz, Media Relations Director - presented the new design for t-shirts.  Questions were answered regarding the t-shirts.  The cost to those ordering Senate shirts was clarified.
