Approval of the Minutes of November 20, 2001:  Motion Senator Heath, Second Senator DeLane. Minutes passed.

Senator Heath made a motion to amend the agenda to put the bills under New Business.  Second by Senator Lame.  Motion carries.

Guests Dean Froehlich, VP Administrative Services and Whitney Pugh, Budget Director:
Dean Froehlich stated that he, Whitney, Tate, and Dr. Meier had met before Thanksgiving break and talked about getting together with the leadership of the students and have a brief discussion of fees and what fees are composed of.  In the future they would like to have a meeting like were having tonight earlier in the year.  The State Board of Education passed a motion to allow  the institutions to go up to a 12% fee increase this coming year and then the following year up to a 10% increase.  The reason that the board discussed this at the November meeting is because the Board Policy currently says that if an institution wants to propose a fee increase larger than 10%, it has to get prior board approval in order to do that. The second part of the Board Policy requires that we give students initial notice of fees six weeks prior to the board meeting at which the fees are approved.  The fees are always approved at the State Board of Education Meeting in mid April.  Six weeks prior is roughly March 1.  We are required to give notice to the ASB President and to the school newspaper.  At that time it is announced when there will be an official student hearing sometime in March.  Also as part of the Board Policy by April 1 the President of the College has to make the decision what proposal will be taken to the April board meeting.  The fees are set in this formal process.  We can have informal meetings to the extent we want to have them on campus on fees.  It has been suggested that dialog begin as early as November, but certainly in December.

Dean Froehlich and Whitney Pugh explained what their responsibilities are.  Whitney Pugh handed out two documents he has put together - Student Fees at LCSC and LCSC Student Fee Summary.  The handouts were briefly discussed.  Other student fee related issues discussed were:  Budget cuts this year and next year, tuition versus fees, matricultion fee versus other fees, resident/non-resident fees/tuition, fee for the remodel of the Silverthorne Theater (totally student funded), student fee (loans). 

Mr. Magruder:  Currently in the midst of looking at our 10 year food contract with Sodexho.  It will go out to bid soon.   A campus committee is looking at it all the way from cash registers to vending machines, meal plans, hours of operation, everything.  Have ascertained some other institutions contracts so that we can beef ours up and make it a good contract.  Brief discussion ensued.

Executive Reports:
President Smith - Thursday at Noon will be a Noon Debate about the Kiosk.  It will be in MLH 100.  He and Christopher will be debating for the Kiosk, Speech & Debate members will be debating against the Kiosk.  

VP Oglesby - Still need sign ups to help with the Craft Fair.
