Executive Reports:

Committee Reports:  

Curriculum - Senator Hewson reported.  New OBT program Medical Office AAS degree.  BSN program changes in nursing.  There are a lot of proposals from the Nursing Division as well as from the tech. side.  A bunch of nursing stuff going through curriculum.

Library Advisory Board - Senator Jackson reported.  Statistics show that last year LCSC had 116,000 checkout transactions compared to 96,000 at BSU.  They discussed a new system to allow LCSC to get books from other schools such as Gonzaga and have a 24 hour delivery service.  This would make 2.3 million records available between six locations.  The bulk of the instructional sessions provided at the Library were required by professors rather than students attending on their own.  The Library is also subscribing to a new service which allows you to find books nation wide and all over the world.

Christmas Craft Fair - Senator Hewson reported.  The tables are all full (sold out) and we have a waiting list.  A banner has been ordered to hang across 21st Street and the two clubs to have concessions have been chosen (Native American Club & Los Hispanos Unidos de LCSC Club, and Residence Hall Association.).

Finance Committee - Senator Crowell reported.  The committee is still working on the line item explanations of the student fee breakdown.  President Smith stated that he, Dick Magruder, Deacon Meier, and Christopher Oglesby will be meeting with Whitney Pugh and Dean Froehlich regarding the student fee resolution passed last year.
