Approval of the Minutes of October 16, 2001:  Motion Senator Jackson, Second Senator Hewson, Minutes passed.

Mr. Magruder:  He attended a 2 1/2 hour Activity Center Meeting today.  From a student perspective, lockers and locker room space was gained.  There is no way to make everyone happy in terms of requests for the new Activity Center.  Discussion and questions ensued.  Mr. Magruder also stated that the Campus Planning Committee has discussed having a parent's weekend event during the Dogwood Festival. 

Executive Reports:
President Smith - dine with Dene (Pres. Thomas) on November 7th 12-1:00 p.m. in Jitterz.  The topic of discussion will be the Activity Center.  LCTV - November 8th.  Justin Schultz, ASLCSC Media Relations Director will be putting out a weekly calendar.  Remember to use Media Relations for your projects.  Schedule with him to discuss your needs.  President Smith also attended the Activity Center Meeting.  Items such as a Rock Climbing Wall can be added later but are not in the initial plans.  The Center for Arts has received a grant to update their facility for the Lewis Clark Bicentennial.

VP Oglesby - Remind the Senate about the Drive for the YWCA Toys & Movies.  Will have a sign up sheet for volunteers on Thursday.  The drive will be advertised in Warrior Watch if OK with the Senate.

Committee Reports:  

Curriculum - Senator Hewson reported.  Topics discussed were changing numbers on some classes to bring them more in line with other colleges.  Also discussed was removing remedial classes from the President's and Dean's List.  Currently some remedial classes can count toward being on the Dean's list.  Up for a second review.  Also, courses with the same course number being taken 2-4 times and getting 6-12 credits toward graduation, i.e. dance, golf, kinesiology.  They will be either renumbered or not allowing a student to receive more than 2 credits for it.  Senator Lame asked how this would affect students who were currently in this situation.  This issue has also been discussed in the Curriculum Committee.  

Student Affairs - Senator Wykoff Reported.  The President's and Dean's List & remedial course issue will be discussed in the Student Affairs Committee.  Also being discussed is the Academic Forgiveness   Policy.  LCSC has a two year policy and other institutions have a ten year policy.

Craft Fair - V.P. Oglesby reported.  The committee is working on getting a banner and permission to hang it across 21st Street.  There are currently 19 spaces left.

Finance - V.P. Oglesby reported.  At the last finance committee meeting it was decided to do a line item explanation of the Full-time Student Fee Breakdown.  V.P. Oglesby explained to the committee the affect the carryover encumbrances would have on the General Account.

Co-Curricular - Senator Lawyer reported.  One proposal was removed from funding.  It was not signed by Division Chair or Instructor.  All others received funding.  Dan Regan wants student government to better define the gray area in the funding rules.  There are clubs that fit within the gray area but under the current criteria are not eligible.  She is working on a draft of a resolution.  The former resolution will be put in your mailboxes.

Santa's Helpers - Senate Majority Leader Redford reported.  The committee met last Friday.  She explained the Santa's Helpers Committee.  Santa's Helpers helps children and families in need around the holidays.  This year the committee is teaming up with the Classified Staff Organization.  We will plan advertising strategies.  We're excited to work with CSO on this project.  There is a Senate Bill coming up for Santa's Helpers today.  The Senate usually donates $500 to the project.

Senate Bill 01-F012, Motion Senator Lawyer, Second Senator DeLane.  Discussion.  Senator Hewson called for the Question, Senator Lawyer Seconded.  Motion carried.  8 yes, 1 no.  Bill passed.

Senate Bill 01-F013, Motion Jackson, Second Crowell.  Discussion.  Senator DeLane called for the Question, Senator Hewson Seconded.  Motion carried.  Vote:  9 yes.  Bill passed.

Senate Bill 01-F014, Motion Senator DeLane, Second Senator Wykoff.  Discussion.  Time for discussion was extended.  It was moved by Senator Lawyer to amend the bill and remove the second bulleted item from the attachment.  Seconded by Senator DeLane.  Discussion.  Senator DeLane called for the Question.  Senator Lame seconded.  5 yes, 2 no, 2 abstain.  Motion carries.  Vote on amendment - 5 yes, 2 no, 2 abstentions.  Amendment passed.  Senator Lawyer moved to amend the bill to change the third bulleted item in the attachment to include "any" LCSC student.  Second Senator Wykoff.  Senator Hewson called for the Question.  Senator Lame Seconded.  Motion carried.  Vote on amendment - 5 yes, 2 no, 2 abstentions.  Senator DeLane called for the question on Senate Bill 01-F014 as it has been amended.  Senator Lame seconded. Motion carried.  Vote on Senate Bill 01-F014 - 4 yes, 2 no, 3 abstain.

Senator Hewson made a motion to move into executive session.  Seconded by Senator DeLane.  Motion carried.  Approximately 5:55.
