Executive Reports:
President Smith - Reported on State Board meetings.  At State Boards they talked about the MGT Equity Study.  Three of the major institutions agreed on an equity plan.  BSU had their own plan but agreed that the other one was better.  They will work closely on the equity study and report back at the next State Board meeting.  Also discussed were differentiated fees for different programs.  UI Business program is really interested in differentiated fees to help pay faculty.  LCSC is not against others using differentiated fees but don't want to do it ourselves.  Other schools were totally against it.

Committee Reports:  

Book Exchange:  Senator DeLane reported.  The committee is working with the Bookstore in order to get a list of books that will be used next semester.  The Selway Room in the WCC has been reserved and dates have been set.  The committee is still working on the accounting process.

Finance Committee: Senator Crowell reported.  The committee met with Whitney Pugh, Budget Director.  Still working on getting the rest of the funding to complete the Kiosk project.  They asked Whitney if the 2% cut back would cause student fees to rise and he indicated he really didn't know at this time.

Curriculum Committee:  Senator Hewson reported.  The committee wants to allow only one student vote on this committee instead of two.  She is corresponding with the committee chair regarding this issue.  Senator Hewson will do what she can to keep the two student votes.

Diversity Committee:  Senator Lame reported.  The committee is still working with the YWCA to bring Floyd Cochran to Lewiston to speak.  He is scheduled to be on campus on October 25th at 7p.m. in the WCC.  SPB is co-sponsoring this event with $450.  Food Service has agreed to donate food.

Library - Senator Crowell reported.  He has more information about the bookdrop and will discuss it at the next Round Table meeting.

Financial Aide - Senator Hewson reported.  Financial Aide Director Laura Hughes is really interested in keeping communication lines open and working out problems and issues.
