ASLCSC Senate Meeting Minutes

September 4, 2001

The meeting was called to order at 4:30 p.m.

Aproval of the Minutes of August 28, 2001:  Motion Senator DeLane, Second Senator Jackson, Minutes passed.

Senator Heath made a motion to amend the agenda to include Senate Bill 01-F006 under New Business.  Senator Lawyer seconded the motion.  Motion carries.

Mr. Magruder:  Suggested an item be added to the Senate Idea List.  The LCSC Mascot has been a topic in the past and has not been resolved.  Senator Lawyer stated that she has spoken with some Native Americans who suggested keeping the name "LCSC Warriors" but that any kind of warrior mascot chosen would most likely offend someone.  Mr. Magruder went on to report on the approximate cost of putting an electronic reader board between the pillars of the main entrance of the SUB.  The approximate cost would be $18,000.

Executive Reports:
President Smith - Reported on the availability of computers from a computer lab in SGC.  If you know of a club or organization on campus that could use one of the available computers, give the request to Laura.  Senator Lawyer asked how we can make the computers equal access to all C & O.  Discussion ensued.  Some computers have already been spoken for.  The computers will only go to clubs that have an office space to house a computer.

Committee Reports:   Senate Majority Leader Redford opend nominations for Ethics Committee Chair.

Senator DeLane nominated Senator Jackson.  He accepted.

Senator Hewson nominated Senator Lawyer.  She accepted.

Senator Jackson nominated Senator Beckett.  She accepted.

Senator Beckett nominated Senator Wykoff.  He accepted.

Senator Jackson made motion to vote by secret ballot.  Senator Heath Seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Senator Beckett - 0, Senator Wykoff - 0, Senator Lawyer - 3, Senator Jackson - 7.

The Ethics Committee Chair is Senator Jackson who will also serve on the Ways and Means Committee.

Faculty Senate:  Senator Redford reported that she and Senator Jackson attended the meeting on 8/30/01.  They are getting organized.  New Senators will be selected at the Faculty Association meeting on 9/13/01.  

Senator Redford took this opportunity to briefly explain about the committee binders in which to put minutes and other materials from the committees you serve on.  

Dr. Meier:  He apologized for being late and stated that he appreciates the Senate's patience.  He has been working on enrollment issues.  Enrollment is looking good, between 7-8% increase.  The 10th day head count is a public relations number.  FTE numbers are up 7-8%.  Enrollment is up everywhere with LCSCs enrollment increase due in part to the hard work of people in Student Affairs.  We have a 2% budget holdback across the board.  FYO3 - a lot of what we do will be linked to strategic planning.

New Business: 
Senate Bill #01-F006, Motion Senator Hewson, Second Senator Lawyer.  Discussion.  Motion passed unanimously.

Senate Information Reports: 

Senate Majority Leader Redford mentioned the upcoming SBOE meeting September 20-21.  Discussion ensued.

VP Oglesby - The Habitat for Humanity project is coming up soon.  It would be great if the whole student governemt could volunteer as a group.

Senator Jackson - Reported on findings for the purchase of a vendor tent.  Costco doesn't have any in right now.  He is looking elsewhere for prices.

Senator DeLane - ADM Room #16 has no clock.  Brief discussion ensued.  It was suggested to call the Physical Plant to see if they would put one in that classroom.

Senator Lawyer - Reported on the New Mother Station, (i.e. Breastfeeding Station).  The Quality Quest Committee from RCH met and approved plans for the project with a few changes.  It will be in RCH downstairs women's restroom.  The area will be enclosed with a curtain.  Physical Plant will put in electricity and check on the heating to make the room warmer.  This restroom is not in the renovation plans, however, Physical Plant will fix it up anyway.

Senator Crowell:  Briefly mentioned the Ski Trip that has taken place the past two years.  It will happen again this year, however, he will not be in charge of setting it up.

President Smith - Be prepared to discuss the Projects, Programs and Issues at Thursday's Round Table.

Senate Majority Leader Redford - Explained that she was going to use the bulletin board in the office as a means to discuss via writing comments about items posted there.
