Executive Report:

There is an open space on the committee if someone would like to volunteer now or it can be decided on Thursday at Roundtable.  *Next week and the week after the Provost candidates will be on campus.  The general itinerary for their visit is posted on the bulletin board.  On the Roundtable agenda will be a web site that you can go to and look at each individual candidates’ itinerary and bio.  As student representatives it would be logical for you to attend.  *The Supremely Pointless Sisters a singing group of professors from campus in conjunction with another band are holding a dance at the Dogwood Festival on Saturday, April 26th at 7:30 p.m. in the gym.  They have given all the clubs and organizations including ASLCSC the opportunity to sell tickets to the dance and keep the profits.  Laura has the tickets.  They are $3.00 for individuals or $8.00 for a family.  *In order to keep the hours for her job she must leave the Senate meeting early for the next few weeks.
