Approval of the Minutes of December 3, 2002:  Motion Senator VanHorn, Second Senator Andrews.  
Minutes passed.
Dr. Meier:  Yesterday was the deadline for units around campus including instructional units, student affairs units, administrative affairs units to turn in Unit Action Plans for FY2004.  This is a strategic planning exercise to consider a 0% cut and a possible 4.5% cut.  The 0% cut has no provisions for cost of living increase so in a sense it is a small cut if expenses and fringe go up.  The 4.5% we hope will not get instituted.  It is a preventive proactive measure to try to identify areas to cut if we don’t get any relief from State funds.  This is phase two.  Vice Presidents review the Unit Action Plans and then it goes to some committees to look at whether these cuts make sense, whether we should look at some other things to cut back, or whether absolutely you can’t cut without losing certain entities without losing that service.  Some committees will meet as early as tomorrow.  It is all hypothetical.  The last plan is what we ought to be doing if we had any resources become available.  It is a mute point to look at that but also important in planning what we might need to add as far as new programs to retain and recruit students.  Dr. Meier will be attending State Boards next week.
Mr. Williams:  The COM Board met earlier today.  They had an election of officers – Chair - Jessica Cromer, Vice Chair – Tom Bingeman, Secretary - Shannon Cassidy.  The Pathfinder Editor, Linda Reznicek, did tend her resignation.  She will complete the balance of this semester and be available to help the new editor.  There was discussion about the new editor position and the new Business Manager will be Tim Weber who has been doing that as an interim position.  Information regarding the new editor will be released after the person is notified and has accepted.  The COM Board will probably be meeting one more time this semester.  The Card Swipe committee will meet again soon.  The ID printer has been a mess.  There will be a new printer installed by Christmas.
Ms. Nelson:  Student Programming Board is doing Warrior Wednesday for the next two weeks and giving away a DVD player at each one.  Activities scheduled for the remainder of the semester include cribbage tournament in the SUB, and soccor, hockey, volleyball, and basketball in the gym.

Executive Reports:

· President Redford – **On the agenda for Thursday’s Rountable will Blue Ribbon discussion and discussion on fee indexing.  Senator Andrews asked for information on fee indexing in order to prepare for discussion on Thursday.  She will provide a handout.  **Today we received a $2,000 check from University Directories.  

· VP Heath -   The Student Government T-Shirts are in and will be $5.00 each.  Stipends have been approved and turned in.  The Craft Fair Committee needs volunteers to help on Friday and Saturday.  A sign-up sheet is posted on the bulletin board.

· Judicial Report – Justice Coleman announced that Lindsay Iroume has been chosen to fill the open Justice position.  She is a Junior in the Social Work Program and plays on the Volleyball team.

· Book Exchange:  Senator Andrews reported.  When the committee met last they approved the book slips, contracts, and work schedule.  The committee meets again tomorrow after the Clubs & Orgs meeting.    
· Boathouse:  Senator VanHorn reported.  She met with Dr. Meier and Dean Froehlich regarding the contact.  Dean Froehlich will get back to the park manager and get a better contract.  
· Curriculum:  Senator VanHorn reported.  Several OBT proposals passed the first reading.  The proposal for Justice Studies to accept either foreign language or computers has passed the second reading.
