Student Government was thanked repeatedly for their donation to the event.  *The Executive Committee of the Coeur d’Alene Outreach plan to be on campus on March 13.  They will have lunch here and attend the Roundtable meeting that day.
· Media Relations – Jennifer Nelson asked everyone to take a look at the display board outside the Senate Chambers.  It will be there for a few days.  VP Coleman thanked Jennifer Nelson for putting together the display board so quickly.  
· Judicial Report:  Justice Iroume asked everyone to announce that election packets are now available.  She also stated that they are very close to having new justice selected.

· Curriculum Committee:  Senator Poxleitner reported that the committee continues to go over and pass various proposals.

Items discussed were:  *Athletic Oriented Club Funding, *Radio Club Line Item/Activity Fee, *Rerouting Student Handbook Fee, *What is the Activity Fee?, *With Mandatory Health Insurance is Accident Insurance necessary?, *Literay Publication Fee/TRR Issues, *Sales Tax Fee, *Music Fee (meeting with Bernice Harris and Bill Perconti), *Interest earned on the Silverthorne Fee and the Activity Fee goes into the general account, *Can faculty/staff use daycare at a reduced rate?  Not really.  Student fees would need to make up the difference.  *Free copying/printing?  Not really feasible.  Might be able to put a certain amount of money on an ID card and use it with a card swipe system.  *Whitney Pugh will be sending over a breakdown of the matriculation fee.  *Will discuss increasing other various line items such as ASB, SPB, Pathfinder, Intramurals, etc.  *More money is needed for the fitness center to be able to staff it to increase hours and safety.  The estimate is a $3 fee increase per semester.  Dr. Meier stated that Jamie White is building into the Athletics budget to upgrade the fitness center equipment.  *Need to look at the scholarship fee. 
· Senator Andrews – Please let people know that there is a Radio Club meeting tomorrow.  
· Senator Martinez – Reminded everyone that there is a Graduation Committee meeting tomorrow. 

· Senator Andrews – Announced that he and Senator Poxleitner attended the Non-Trad Luncheon last week and they are forming a club.
