Dr. Meier:  *Announced that some of the vendors for the Food Service RFP will be on campus.  There will be an information meeting about the RFP process and then a question/answer session.  So far there are only two vendors who have come forward, Sodexho and Aramark.  There are not very many college food service vendors left.  Chartwells bought out Bon Appetit.  Tomorrow they will tour the facility and will be putting together their proposals.  Senator Packwood added that Aramark will be meeting tomorrow at 8:00 a.m. with about 20 students from the dorms.  Dr. Meier stated that once the process gets started the vendors have some restrictions.  Each vendor has the right to do whatever the others do.  **Update on Dean Froehlich – His blast cells are not at the level needed in order to go forward with a bone marrow transplant.  He has gone back into the hospital for more chemotherapy.  The family is very pleased with the donation to the American Cancer Society.  
Ernie Williams:  *FYI - Sheila Kom, Purchasing Agent, ran it by him about Aramark meeting with students.  Sheila assured him that she would notify Dee Dee Kannikeberg.  *New ATM – First Bank is looking at putting an ATM immediately to the right as you enter the east entrance of the SUB in direct view of the Information Desk.  *The campus was just notified that LCSC has been selected as a Campus Health Action on Tobacco study campus for intervention – the CHAT study.  This is from the Fred Hutchinson Cancer Research Center at the University of Washington.  Our next step is to form a campus advisory board (CAB).  If anyone is interested in serving on that board please let him or President Redford know.  The CAB will help tailor the study to fit the needs of LCSC.  It is important to have people who are interested in health interventions on that committee.  *The next health insurance meeting is scheduled for Thursday, February 20 at 3 p.m.  
Melissa Nelson:  Announced the Night Frisbee Golf Tournament coming up on February 25 at 7 p.m.  Please sign up at the Information Desk.

Executive Report:

· President Redford:  *Student Fee Hearing – the week before spring break is taken up by Native American Awareness Week.  In looking at the week after spring break, Dr. Meier will not be here.  She will keep you up to date.  *For those that expressed interest in going to State Boards please let Laura know after the meeting.  *On Thursday Bernice Harris, Humanities Division Chair, will be here to talk about TRR and the Music Fee.  She may invite Whitney Pugh to come on February 27th to discuss student fees.  *The Provost Search is moving along.
· Media Relations – Jennifer Nelson discussed scrapbook pages.  She asked that everyone keep thank you cards, and other student government related things to go in the scrapbook.  
· Judicial Report:  Chief Justice Ward stated that he would have the justice recommendations to President Redford by Thursday.  Two will be recommended now with a third for later.  Regarding elections, it has been pointed out that to have three polling sites (2 academic, 1 technical) would allow a student to vote at one academic site and go to the second academic site and vote again.  Therefore, there will only be two polling sites with one or two information booths set up to direct students where to vote.  Advertising for election days will be hit hard.  Campaign informational workshops are scheduled tomorrow at 3pm and Thursday at noon if anyone is interested in attending.

· Faculty Senate:  Senator Cowin reported.  They discussed taking and failing English 101 and still taking English 102.  
· Administrative Procedures:  Senator Buettner reported.  They are discussing changes to the policies for Tenure and Non-Tenure.  President Redford suggested that she leave the copies in the office for Senators to review and make comments on.
