Ernie Williams:  *Reported that there are currently six applications for the Student Health Services Coordinator position.  *Mandatory Health Insurance – will become effective August of 2003.  This information will be going out to students via Warriormail, intranet, internet, The Pathfinder to give everybody a heads up.  *The CHAT study smoking cessation program still needs interested students to serve on the committee.

Executive Report:

· President Redford:  *Read thank-you card from Bill Sheffield for the monetary donation to him and his family.  *Background regarding the letter she put in Senate mailboxes on Friday – The legislature was trying to push through a 2% holdback on this year’s budget that was already cut 9.7% last year.  The ISA student lobbyist wanted a quick resolution from ASLCSC on the issue. Thus the letter on behalf of the students articulating our position against any further budget cuts.  *At Thursday’s Roundtable meeting Whitney Pugh will be present.  This will be the last time to talk to him about student fees before receiving the final proposal on March 3.  *The March 6th Roundtable meeting is canceled.  *The March 13 Roundtable meeting will be an assessment meeting to see where we are on projects this semester.  *If any of you are going to be returning students next semester she encourages applying to become Orientation Assistants.  It is a great way to get to know freshmen and help with recruitment and retention.  It is also a lot of fun.  She has an application in her office or you can pick them up in the Office of Student Life.  *Student Technology Fee proposals are due April 1st.  President Thomas has decided to hold back $55,000 of Student Technology Fee funds on an annual basis to support computer labs.  So computer labs won’t be applying for funds like they do every year.  This is for public computer labs, not classrooms.  
· VP Coleman – *Graduation Committee is meeting tomorrow at 1:30.  Those cannot make he will get together with to keep everyone on the same page.  *Finance Committee was going to meet at 9:00 a.m on Friday, however that does not work for one member.  A common time will discussed after this meeting.  *Ernie asked him to find a student representative to serve on the search committee for the Student Health Coordinator.  There are six applications to be reviewed located in Ernie’s mailbox in Student Life.  Applications must be reviewed on your own time.  Senator Packwood volunteered.  
· Judicial Report:  Associate Justice Iroume reported.  Two associated justices have been recommended.  One is Allison Adcock who is present.  She plays volleyball, is a 4.0 student and a wonderful candidate.  Cynthia Mosher is the other candidate and was not present.  
Committee Reports:

· COM Board:  Senator Poxleitner reported.  The Pathfinder is getting out of the red.  Tim Weber is doing a good job as Business Manager.  They are trying to get more people involved.  Also trying to get a faculty member to oversee it the way they used to.
· Residence Hall Parking:  Senator Stearns reported.  Received feedback from security on the proposal.  With a little modification they will be ready to go ahead with the proposal.

· Curriculum Committee:  Senator Poxleitner reported.  Changes in Humanities and Communications for degrees.  They want to eliminate a few courses in arts and basic philosophy in Coeur d’Alene.  Cutting of some Theater classes has gone through the first reading.  

· Co-Curricular Committee:  President Redford reported.  Four proposals were received.  The funds were distributed as follows:  Agriculture Equipment Club - $1,927. Diesel Power Technology Club - $930, Delta Epsilon Chi - $6,100, Business Professionals of America - $6,100.

· Senate Bill 03-S031, Motion Senator Andrews, Second Senator Stearns.  10 yes.  Bill passed.

· Senate Bill 03-S032, Motion Senator Davis, Second Andrews.  9 yes, 1 abstention.  Bill passed.
Senate Information Reports: 

· Senator Martinez –  Club Funding:  The Finance Committee will review the proposals and bring back a recommendation to the Senate in Bill form.

· Senator Cowin – Wednesday, Thursday and Saturday there will be Spirit Days activities.  
· Senator VanHorn – asked if since they are losing LD Lane for Theater, what will happen to the line item of student fees?  President Redford stated that she and VP Coleman had a meeting with Dr. Thomas on Friday and might address that question at that time.
· President Redford – The fee paid for ISA membership was supposed to go support ISA activities.  It hasn’t really worked out that way.  The other student body presidents want to use those funds to get a good deal on a series of seven billboards in Boise to support bonding for buildings.  $900 will be spent from the ISA account and some of the other colleges are putting in money from their budgets.  Discussion ensued.  The Senate was in favor of using the funds for this purpose.
