Approval of the Minutes of December 10, 2002:  Motion Senator Andrews, Second Senator Vanhorn.
Minutes passed.
Mr. Williams:  *The Card Swipe Committee met today.  They will be putting out Requests for Proposals.  Eventually the plans are to have all transactions completed via card swipe.  *Dean Froehlich is in the hospital with leukemia.  It is expected that he will be gone for at least 6 weeks.  He can’t receive flowers.  Cards are being collected in the Admissions Office for him.  *Wednesday at 8:30 a.m. in RCH 112 there will be a meeting regarding the mandatory health insurance.  *Monday, 1/20/03 is Martin Luther King and Idaho Human Rights Day.  Information is posted on the intranet.  
Melissa Nelson:  Announced a pool tournament on Thursday at noon.  On January 27th an intramural basketball league will start.  She introduced Carolyn from Americorp who is helping with the Celebration of Diversity activities.  Next Wednesday at noon in the SUB they will play a card game called Barnga.  Carolyn asked for volunteers to help with set-ups and teardowns for these activities.  She said that she will get a sign-up sheet going.  
Executive Report:

· President Redford:  **The first Discovery Day of the semester is on Friday.  The scholarship will be given away at 2:15 in Jitterz.  **January State Board of Education meetings and JFAC will be on Monday and Tuesday 1/20 & 1/21.  President Redford will be attending.  **In the Governor’s budget report to the legislature he is recommending funding to maintain current operations or at the very least a 0% cut which in reality is a cut due to inflation of utilities, goods, services, etc.  He is also recommending the hold be removed on construction projects.  The legislature must approve this recommendation.  **Spring Retreat – Do we still want to have it on January 25 or should it be moved to February 1?  Will discuss retreat date further on Thursday.  In preparation for the retreat, President Redford has made some worksheets to evaluate Projects, Programs, and Issues.  She will hand them out prior to retreat.  **She is serving on the Search Committee for a new provost.  **V.P. Heath has resigned.  President Redford spoke about her nomination of Justin Coleman to fill the position.  The nomination is in bill form to be voted on tonight.
· Judicial:  Justin Coleman reported in the absence of any Judicial members.  He reported that he had turned in his resignation effective 1/10/03.  Prabha Nandgopal has returned to Australia and also resigned her position as Justice.  Therefore, this leaves two Justice positions open in the Judicial Branch.
Committee Reports:

· Book Exchange:  Senator Andrews reported.  On Monday the deposit for books sold totaled $6,510.95.  For today he estimated about $2,500.  

· Curriculum:  Senator Poxleitner reported.  The committee had their first meeting of the semester on Monday.  There were some second readings.  There were first readings for degree requirements that they want to do for biology.  Several changes proposed on the technical side for degree certifications.  Senator VanHorn has a conflict with this committee meeting time and Justin Coleman will be taking her place. 

· Spirit Days:  Senator Cowin requested that the members of the committee meet with her for a few minutes following this meeting.  
· Commencement:  President Redford reported.  She is in charge of choosing recessional music, choosing singers of the National Anthem, whether or not God Bless America is sung and by whom, and also photography.
· Financial Aid:  Senator Packwood reported.  Will represent the students at any meetings held regarding a possible 10-day holdback of financial aid.

· Student Housing Board:  Senator Poxleitner reported.  Will be setting up a meeting soon.  If anyone is interested in participating please let him know.

New Business:   

· Senate Bill 03-S022, Motion Senator Andrews, Second Senator Cowin.  Discussion ensued.  Vote 8 yes (1 by proxy).  Bill passed.
Senate Information Reports: 

· Senator Martinez –  Timeline to fill open Senate Positions.  Discussion ensued.  Applications due – 1/22/03.  Interview – 1/23/03.  Vote:  1/28/03.
· VP Coleman – Gave the budget report.  He discussed major changes in the budget since the beginning of December 2002.
Audience
Shawn Emrey – Mr. Emrey is the President of Alpha Psi Omega (Theater Club).  He came to the Senate to discuss the theater program being cut and request support from the Student Government.  Discussion ensued.  Mr. Emrey stated that he had been told by John Barker that five years ago there was $85,000 in a fund to remodel the theater.  He is curious where these funds are now.  He talked about using the drama fee to pay an adjunct faculty to teach one class or put on one production per semester.  President Redford pointed out that student fees cannot be used to pay for instruction.  Mr. Emrey is also concerned about the instructor for theater being required to have 45 students in each class and the classes being capped at 15.  Members of Student Government agreed to explore the facts and give support as they are able.  On another subject – he is interested in getting a non-traditional/traditional discussion started.  He is unhappy about the comments being made between traditional and non-traditional students.
Senator VanHorn – Send something to Dean Froehlich.  Can’t get flowers.  Get a card for all to sign.  President Redford suggested a donation to cancer research.
Senator Andrews – Thanked everyone for their hard work put in at the Book Exchange.
Aaron Delane – Pizza party for the Book Exchange on Friday.
