Approval of the Minutes of March 4, 2003:  Motion Senator Davis, Second Senator Stearns.

Ernie Williams:  *Reported that the Community Health Fair by all accounts was big success in the WCC last Thursday and Friday thanks to Amber and Melissa in Health Services.  Without the help of a nurse coordinator they did an outstanding job.   They received a lot of positive feedback from the community.  *The committee to hire the Coordinator of Student Health Services met to review the applicants.  Four qualified candidates were chosen to interview for the position.  The interviews will be Wednesday and Thursday of next week.  He thanked Senator Packwood for serving on the committee.  *Native American Awareness Week is in full swing.  Tomorrow there will be conferences throughout the day in the WCC.  Thursday evening in the WCC at 7 p.m. is the Friendship Banquet which is always a lot of fun.
Melissa Nelson:   “Up All Night” sponsored by SPB last Thursday was successful.  They had 50+ participants.  SPB will not hold Warrior Wednesday tomorrow due to Native American Awareness Week activities.  
Executive Report:

· President Redford:  *Opened her report by reading a letter from the American Cancer Society regarding the $250 donation in Dean Froehlich’s name.  *The next Roundtable meeting will be like a mini retreat with updates on PPIs and other things we have been working on.  *Student Fees will be discussed on Thursday as well.  The proposed student fees were distributed to everyone’s mailbox.  Many of the State Board members are not going to support a 10% increase in student fees.  They are suggesting no more than a 3-4% increase.  The SBOE trip was good.  She learned a lot of information.   

· VP Coleman – *Reminded the Senate the CDA Executive Committee will be on campus on Thursday.
Dr. Meier:  Gave an update on Dean Froehlich.  He developed an infection for which the initial antibiotic was not working so they switched antibiotics.  He is back home from the hospital now.  He will be tested again to see if he is able to move forward with a bone marrow transplant. 
Committee Reports:

· COM Board:  Senator Poxleitner reported that Claire Davis is the new advisor for the Talking River Review.

· Administrative Procedures:  Senator Buettner reported.  The meeting was still in session when she left to come to the Senate Meeting.  They continued discussion on Tenure and Promotion Policies.  The chair is going to be gone for the next two weeks so they were going to make a decision at today’s meeting.  They will send that decision to the Faculty Senate.
· Curriculum Committee:  VP Coleman reported.  They met yesterday.  There was a lot of regular procedural stuff.  The biggest thing was discussion of cuts to the Theater Program.  The proposal was tabled for another two weeks.  Bernice Harris will be asked to come and talk to the committee at that time.
New Business:  None
Senate Information Reports: 

· President Redford –  Received a card from the Center for New Directions thanking the ASLCSC for sponsoring two Non-Trad Luncheons on March 13 and 27 and inviting ASLCSC to have lunch with them on those days.  Senator Packwood spoke up to say that Julie Grinolds, CND Coordinator, is leaving LCSC.
· Senator VanHorn – Met with Bernice Harris regarding to discuss Theater and the proposal she has been working on.  She was very supportive of the proposal and would like to work with us on it.  There has been some concern that she wants to turn over our Theater Program to the Civic Theater.  Her comment on that was, “Over my dead body.”  There had been a letter from the Civic Theater say that they would like to work with LCSC and LC could send students there for classes, etc.  She feels that they were trying to undermine the LCSC program.  She does not want to turn the program over to the Civic Theater.  She likes the idea of a board of directors.  She also stated that there is a possibility that we will only be losing one teacher in that division.  There is one vacancy in music right now and that may be the position that is lost rather than the Theater instructor.  
· President Redford – Asked if the Senate would like to go over the fee proposal at this time.  Senator Andrews stated that no discussion is allowed during Senate Information Reports.  President Redford stated that the meeting is the “Senate” meeting and that in the past Senate Information Reports had been opened up to discussion items.  She stated that a motion could be made to suspend the rules.  No motion was made.  
Audience Time:
Arnold Caines – Has come on behalf of the Organization of Non-Traditional Students & Friends (ONSF).  It has come to his attention that the timing of spring break is not synchronized with the School District.  There is one member of ONSF that has told him that it will cost her an extra $200 for childcare.  On behalf of ONSF and other students who find themselves in that predicament, he would like to present that we consider synchronizing spring break of LCSC with that of the School Districts in the area in the future.  President Redford responded that there is a committee on campus that determines when spring break is.  She stated that she thinks that it ultimately goes through the Faculty Senate.  She believes that the Registrar makes recommendations regarding spring break.  She suggested talking to the Registrar, Diane Johnson and the Faculty Senate.  Senator VanHorn added that Dr. Moore, Chair of the Faculty Senate, is totally for synchronized spring breaks.  He is forced to take a separate vacation from his wife because of the current spring break situation.
