Approval of the Minutes of February 25, 2003:  Motion Senator Davis, Second Senator Andrews.. 

Minutes passed.
Ernie Williams:  *Reported that there are now 10 applications for the Student Health Services Coordinator position.  Will be setting up a meeting to review applications as a committee.  The next step is to invite a qualified number in for interviews.  *Mandatory Health Insurance – The word is out in various types of media formats.  The committee is currently working on the Insurance Waiver.  *The Community Health Fair takes place beginning on Thursday, March 06, 2003 from Noon to 8:30 p.m. and is open again on Friday, March 7 from 8:00 a.m. until 4 p.m.  Most health assessments are free.  *Native American Awareness Week activities begin on Tuesday of next week.
Melissa Nelson:   Intramural Basketball League continues to do well.  Student Programming Board is hosting “Up All Night” on Thursday from 9 p.m. to 2 a.m.  There will be food, games, activities, and prizes.  
Executive Report:

· President Redford:  *Reminded everyone that the Roundtable Meeting for Thursday, March 6 has been cancelled. 

· VP Coleman – *Gave a budget report.  A handout was distributed to mailboxes prior to the meeting.  The main changes to the General account are from the $250 donation to Cancer Research.  The Leadership/Development account has been reduced because of travel to State Boards this week.  *Senator Bill Davenport from ASNIC called to invite our student government to a Popcorn Forum on Thursday, March 27 at Noon.  Other student governments are invited as well.  Let VP Coleman know if you would like to attend.  
· Media Relations:  Jennifer Nelson reported that she had talked with Tate Smith who is setting up a Student Directory meeting next Monday, March 10 at Noon.
Dr. Meier:  He was approached by Jim Bowen, Associate Professor in OBT regarding alcohol on student trips.  The Student Judicial Code allows for jurisdiction on any campus trips, there is not much written about expectations and behavior of people who are 21 and older.  Obviously there would be some postscriptions on anyone going out and getting drunk and coming back and waking everyone up.  We have had issues before where people are of age and go out and have a few drinks and he personally feels that if there aren’t any altercations or problems with that it is in some ways a person’s right.  Jim Bowen feels that on trips that are of a regional or national origin and the college is paying for this trip, he would like to go one step further and say that if a student drinks that he/she will pay back to the college or association all expenses invested for that student to attend the event.  He is going to meet with Jim and talk to him about what he can and can’t do under the current code.  Dr. Meier is getting a copy of a document that he helped produce for Central Washington University, but really the students themselves produced it.  It is a document speaking to behavior from Clubs & Organizations be that alcohol, drugs or other kinds of behavior.  It was set up like and addendum or some bylaws to the club senate.  This didn’t preclude someone who is over 21 providing alcohol for a minor on a trip.  Certainly when you got back to campus you could be culpable under student judicial code.  When he gets the document he will forward it to ASLCSC to do with what you want.  It may inspire ASLCSC to come up with a similar document.  The Club Organization could certainly make up their own rules to follow while on trips.  
Committee Reports:

· Administrative Procedures:  Senator Buettner reported.  Not all the Divisions were able to get feedback yet regarding the Tenure/Non-Tenure policies so the committee moved on to Periodic Performance Review.  Before Senator Buettner left the meeting to come to this meeting they started discussing the feedback that some of them had gotten regarding the Tenure/Non-Tenure policies. Residence Hall Parking:  Senator Stearns reported.  Received feedback from security on the proposal.  With a little modification they will be ready to go ahead with the proposal.

· Student Affairs Committee:  Senator Andrews reported.  The committee met last Friday.  They discussed incompletes, transfer credits and disenrollment. 

· Faculty Senate:  Senator Cowin reported.  The committee discussed the same topics reported in Administrative Procedures as well as the interview process for the new Provost.
· Graduation Committee:  VP Coleman reported.  The committee is still moving forward with the Las Vegas theme.
New Business:  
· Senate Bill 03-S033, Motion Senator Andrews, Second Senator Davis.  Discussion – President Redford asked for an explanation as to how the funding was decided.  Senator Andrews explained that a large percentage of the proposals had been funded from another source and were eliminated.  Some were eliminated for other reasons.  The funds were then divided evenly between the remaining clubs.  Vote: 10 yes.  Bill passed.

· Senate Resolution 03-S003, President Redford, author of the resolution, withdrew the resolution from consideration at this time.

Senate Information Reports: 

· Senator VanHorn –  With the Theater instructor and Theater being cut, she is currently working on a proposal and resolution to keep a Theater Production Group alive on campus.  She has scheduled a meeting with Bernice Harris on Thursday at 3:00 p.m.
· Senator Cowin – Reported that Spirit Week went well.  The drawing for the DVD players was held and Senator Davis was one of the winners. 
· Senator VanHorn – Let everyone know that the play “Seesaw Confessions” opens Wednesday night in the Silverthorne Theater.

· Senator Davis – Announced that there will be a car wash at the MTB building on Saturday from 8am to 4 p.m.
· Senator Poxleitner – Reported on the Student Housing Board.  Carmen Rahm’s students will create the website and introduce it to President Thomas.  Senator Sidor asked about the information provided to Carmen’s students.  Senator Poxleitner explained that Carmen didn’t want him to give too much information so that he wasn’t doing the student’s assignment for them.
· President Redford – Today a bill was passed through JFAC for a 3% cut from this year’s budget.  It still must pass the House and the Senate.  LCSC should be OK if it passes since President Thomas has already held back 4%.
· Senator Andrews – Gonzaga cancelled the Rugby match last Saturday, however a match was quickly scheduled with UI an LC Rugby won.
