He met with the Registrar.  If substitution is approved by the Division Chair and submitted with the Graduation Application then you do not need to petition.  You would have to petition if you are taking over 21 credits, adding or dropping a class after the deadline, academic forgiveness, etc.  When you are substituting courses in the General Education Core that is a different.  There aren’t a lot of courses that can be substituted in the Gen. Ed. Core and those substitutions must be petitioned and approved by the Dean of Academic Affairs (Christine Pharr). **The next Discovery Day is on Friday and she stated that she would like to give another $100 scholarship away on Friday.
