Approval of the Minutes of November 12, 2002:  Motion Senator Andrews, Second Senator Cowin.  
Minutes passed.
Senator Andrews made a motion to amend the agenda to include Senate Bill 02-F017 as item C under New Business.  The motion was seconded by Senator Packwood.  Motion carried.

Dr. Meier:  The College is looking at another possible 4.5% budget cut.  Each area is doing a Unit Action Plan that is hopefully hypothetical.  Administrators don’t think that the cut will be come a reality.  They plan to hold the student fee increase to the 10% agreed upon last year.  Administration is looking at indexing fees to peer institutions.  We could look on the bright side, Oregon State is dealing with an overall budget cut of 10%.  Dr. Meier stated that in the Student Affairs area he doesn’t have anything left to cut but personnel.  Support staff may be cut from 12 month to 10 or 11 month positions.  The Governor has assured that higher education won’t get another cut, but the Governor is only a small part of that decision.  We may not hear anything until April.  However, spring enrollment numbers are looking good.
Mr. Williams:  Nothing to report. 
Ms. Nelson:  Nothing to report.

Executive Reports:

· President Redford – **Student Fees will be on Thursday’s agenda.  **She attended a luncheon for Glen Galindo who is the Director at LCSC for the College Assistance Migrant Program (CAMP).  The CAMP program will bring twenty-five students to LCSC in the spring.  Lisa Guzman was present and talked about the Indian Education grant which will bring thirty students to LCSC over the next three years.  **President Redford thanked everyone for the time spent with the students from Coeur d’Alene.  

· Judicial Report – Justice Coleman stated that they had made a decision regarding the new justice appointment.  It will be announced next week.  
Committee Reports:

· Curriculum:  Senator VanHorn reported.  Social Science is adding a computer class.  There will be course deletions from the catalog of courses no longer offered.  
· Boathouse:  Senator VanHorn reported.  The committee met last Wednesday and reviewed the contract for the Boathouse.  The committee did not agree with several items outlined in the contract.  She will meet with Dean Froehlich and give him a list of these items.

· Santa’s Helpers:  Majority Leader Martinez reported.  The committee met last week.  Still working on getting donations.  The deadline is set for December 6 and the next meeting is scheduled for December 4.

· Senator VanHorn  - Stated that she turned in her resignation that will become effective at the end of the semester.

· President Redford – Outlined some information regarding filling the vacancy that will be created at the end of the semester.  She recommends that applications be taken before the end of the semester so that they can be discussed the first week of spring semester and voted on in the second week.  If this happens the new senator would be able to attend the retreat.
