Approval of the Minutes of October 15, 2002:  Motion Senator Andrews, Second Senator Davis.  Minutes passed.
Ms. Nelson:  Announced.  Frisbee Golf tomorrow night at 7p.m., Pool Tournament on Thursday at Noon, and Hearts Tournament October 25th at noon.  Warrior Wednesday will be held again tomorrow at Noon.  The River City Swing Club will give a lesson at Warrior Wednesday.  SPB is sponsoring a Halloween Dance in the WCC on October 29 at 8 p.m.  Americorps, a national service program, is holding a food drive for National Make a Difference Day on Saturday.  
Executive Reports:

· President Redford – **At Thursday’s roundtable meeting Debbie Fitzgerald will be a guest to tell us about the Volunteer Center getting started on campus.  **She asked the Senate if they would like to cancel the Roundtable meeting on October 31, Halloween.  Most Senate members didn’t care one way or the other.  She then stated that unless something came up that required a meeting that next week’s Roundtable is considered cancelled.  **She announced that the University Directories had arrived and distribution needs to be discussed.  **A draft of the newsletter will be available at this Thursday’s meeting.  **She reminded the Senate that there are only a few meetings left and you should think about what you want to schedule for the remaining meetings.  We generally also have a Christmas party at the end of the semester.  Also think about a date for a spring retreat.  If you have any definite no or yes opinions about any of these items please share them.
· VP Heath – **Discussed an error of funds that were not distributed last spring to the Radio Club.  She feels that the current Student Government must honor the expenditure.  It was suggested that the funds come from the current General Reserve account.  It can be considered a carryover encumbrance from last year and a bill is not required.  **On the upside there is an additional $3,000 in the General Account that was also discovered.  The changes are made in pencil on the poster board in the office.  **She thanked everyone who had turned in their Senate Shirt information.  She will report further on Thursday.
· Media Relations –  Reported that The Pathfinder did not do the spread on Student Government this week..  
· Judicial Branch – Chief Justice Ward announced a Judicial meeting on Thursday, at 4:30 p.m.  The first thing on the agenda is the election code.  The Election Code must be passed by the Senate four meetings prior to the end of the semester.  The polling sites will be discussed.  He will put copies in everyone’s box by the end of the week.  The Judicial Branch is currently looking into the mandatory health insurance issue and the legal aspects.
Committee Reports:

· Library Advisory:  Senator Davis reported.  She talked to Paul Krause about the Library hours being cut back 1 hour (5/wk).  This cutback saves the Library $300-$400 per month.  What he wants to know is do the students need to use the library resources or do they just want a quiet place to study.  He is thinking about staying open extra time before and during finals this semester.  Through the internet you can search other libraries and order books online and have them delivered to the LCSC Library.  He needs more money in the budget to be able to keep the library open longer.  Find out what the need is and she will report back to Paul Krause.
· Spirit Week:  Senator Cowin reported.  “Spirit Days” starts tomorrow.  You can wear your pajamas.  Get the word out that it is happening.  

· Curriculum Committee - Senator VanHorn reported.  The Nursing proposal has been temporarily withdrawn.  Read through two proposals – one from the Social Science Division to change Econ 300 to SS 300; another from the Education Division making a 1 credit class required for a degree in Elementary Ed.
· Residence Hall Parking – Senator Andrews reported.  They are currently working on a proposal.  He met with Security to talk about the cost of proposed sticker change and enforcement.  Security had some really good suggestions.

· Graduation Committee – VP Heath reported.  Getting a head start on some things.  President Redford brought a question to the committee regarding the stole that will be worn in place of the baccalaureate hood.
· Santa’s Helpers – Majority Leader Martinez reported.  The committee discussed ways to increase fundraising.  The Campus Service/Employee Welfare committee of the Classified Staff Organization has been invited to attend the meeting scheduled on Wednesday at 3:30 p.m.  The committee is looking into having space in the mall on Friday after Thanksgiving to play music and solicit donations.

· Majority Leader Martinez:  **Funding Proposals – He passed around a handout.  Senator Andrews then reported that it has been discussed turning the proposals over to the Finance Committee to come up with the bills to be voted on and eliminate some of the time being spent on it as a Senate.  Discussion ensued.  It was decided to let the Finance Committee come up with a proposal on the club funding and present it on Thursday.  **Majority Leader Martinez announced a Boathouse meeting on Wednesday at 3:00 p.m., Book Exchange is meeting on Wednesday at 4:30, and Santa’s Helper’s is meeting on Wednesday at 3:30 p.m.**LCSC Day at NIC – he is attempting to schedule meetings with both the CDA group and the ASNIC. 
· Senator Andrews:  The meeting to discuss inactive clubs has been cancelled.

· President Redford:  Informed the Senate of the CDA Executive Standing Committee and that Ryan Couch needs to be formally recognized as the Chairperson of the committee.  She will write a bill to be on the agenda at next Tuesday’s meeting.
· Senator VanHorn:  Problem on campus with skateboarders.  Need signage.

· Senator Poxleitner:  He attended the Card Swipe committee today.  They are working on a proposal.  It will take between $60 and $75-thousand dollars to change to a new system.

· Majority Leader Martinez:  He was going over the important date calendar and found that a Walk Around Campus needs to be scheduled with the Physical Plant.  This is a means to look at safety or other concerns on campus.  Senator Poxleitner will work on scheduling this.
