Approval of the Minutes of October 22, 2002:  Motion Senator Andrews, Second Senator Davis.  Minutes passed.
Dr. Meier:  He thanked President Redford and Senator Packwood for attending the LCSC Day at NIC.  It was a successful event.  He then turned the floor over to Dr. Thomas.
Dr. Thomas:  Received a letter of inquiry from the Senate asking about the decision about the “Rifle Raffle” by the Diesel Power Technology Club.  She feels that she should have called the club in to discuss the issue, but she did not realize it was as large of an issue.  She talked to Chief Jack Baldwin and          Lt. Cain of the Lewiston Police Department who told her that there is an Idaho State Law against guns on campus.  The LCSC Code of Conduct has a rule against guns on campus.  She understands that with the raffle that the actual gun would not be on campus.  Baldwin and Cain brought up the same two issues #1 being the risk, #2 not to do (the raffle) would be keeping within the intent of the state law and the college regulation to protect the safety of people in higher education and their advice is not to do it.  She said her decision was a judgment call.  She did not say that it is illegal.  She is responsible for LCSC and LCSC’s name.  Just by lending LCs name to a rifle raffle would be making a statement in favor of firearms.  She has made it a practice to remain neutral on all political issues.  She personally has nothing against guns.  She does not want to risk a headline, “Gun won in LCSC Rifle Raffle Kills 9 Lewiston High School Students.”  She fears that such bad publicity, however small the risk, is not worth it when it could shut LCSC down.  She sought advice from the LC Vice Presidents and Provost Morris, and the police department, and thus made the judgment call against the raffle.  She invited questions and comments from the Senate and the Club.  Discussion ensued.  Frequently gun raffles were compared to raffling a car.  
Dr. Thomas indicated that guns are designed for death and cars are not.  In conclusion she stated that she and Mr. Christopher would have to agree to disagree.  Dennis Massingham asked Dr. Thomas to take the issue to the college attorney.
Mr. Williams:  Mentioned the Student Programming Board Halloween Dance tonight 8pm-12am and Warrior Wednesday tomorrow.

Ms. Nelson:  Reiterated Mr. Williams on the Halloween Dance and Warrior Wednesday.  She also announced Friday, skate night at the Rollaway.  
Executive Reports:

· President Redford – **Talked about LCSC Day at NIC.  She and Senator Packwood learned a lot about Outdoor Pursuits.  They met with the ASNIC group and the LCSC-CDA group.  **The LCSC-CDA group will be here on November 14th.  **The Cross Country meet on Saturday was great.  **Co-Curricular Committee meets on Thursday.  **There will be a candidate forum tonight at 7:00 in the TCC classroom in the Library.
· VP Heath – **Don’t forget that the Round Table meeting on Thursday is cancelled.  
· Media Relations –  Radio Club will meet on Wednesday at 4:30pm and will have pizza.  There will be a van to UI on Friday to tour their radio station.

· Judicial Branch – Let the Senate know that the gun raffle issue had been brought to Judicial and he referred it to the Senate.  The election code will be coming before the Senate soon for approval.  They have received five applications for the open justice position.  The deadline to apply is Wednesday.  Hope to have a decision by Tuesday.

· Craft Fair:  Vice President Heath reported.  The committee has started meeting.  The booths are assigned and some advertising discussed.  

· SUB Board:  Board Chair Aaron DeLane reported.  Since the Honors Program office is not currently being used it will be used for the remainder of the semester by a grant funded position for Native Americans in Higher Education.

They discussed getting a contract for an extended period of time.  Putting the dock back in the water is possible, but we have to deal with the Corps of Engineers on that.  VP Heath mentioned that we need to store the canoe somewhere else or have it insured.
· Book Exchange – Majority Leader Martinez reported.  The moving along with plans for the Book Exchange to take place during finals week.
