Dr. Meier:  Congratulated the everyone on the 9/11 event.  Everything went well.  Update on enrollment – 5% increase with a 4.2 increase in FTE.  There is a 17% increase in new students to LCSC.
Mr. Williams:  Briefly discussed a meeting he attended about an upgraded card swipe system on campus.  They are looking for ways to pay for the system and be able to present a proposal to administration.

Ms. Nelson:  Announced a pool tournament on Thursday at noon and SPB is planning their first Warrior Wednesday of the semester for next Wednesday, September 25.
Executive Reports:

· President Redford – Please remember to RSVP for the buffet social at the President’s Home on September 26.  This week will be the last Roundtable Meeting with just the Senate.  Guest speakers will be invited for the remainder of the meetings.  Dr. Thomas is scheduled for October 3 and Andy Hanson is scheduled for October 10 to talk about peer mentoring.  She briefly mentioned Spirit Week and wishes to be on that committee.  Student Government should think about creating awareness of the upcoming election in November.  
· Vice President Heath – She briefly talked about the budget and informed the Senate that the two boxes of candles purchased for the 9/11 event were split between the Senate and General accounts.

· Faculty Senate:  Senator VanHorn reported.  The meeting was very short and was pretty much a get to know you session.

· Senate Bill 02-F004, Motion Senator Davis, Second Senator Andrews.  6 yes, 3 no.  Bill passes..
· Senate Academic Seat:  Senator Packwood made a motion to ask for Senator Wright’s resignation.  Senator VanHorn seconded the motion.  Vote:  5 yes, 3 no.  Motion carries.  The Senate Majority Leader will write a letter asking for Senator Wright’s resignation.

Senate Information Reports: 

· Majority Leader Martinez – Asked for a Spirit Week Committee to be formed:  President Redford and Betsy Cowin will be on this committee.  Lauren Wright had been interested as well.  He asked for an update on the items that needed to be addressed by physical plant.  Senator Poxleitner stated that he is working on those items.  Senator Davis is working on setting up a tour of the technical area.  A Boathouse Committee was formed with members being Senator VanHorn, Vice-President Heath, and Justice Coleman.  Radio Club was briefly discussed.  Majority Leader Martinez reminded the Senate that the 3rd Monday in October is the deadline for the first round of club funding proposals.  The Rodeo Club has already turned in a proposal.  He stated that he had a copy of the 9/11 Scholarship criteria.  To keep this scholarship funded the Senate must contribute $150 per year.
