Minutes:  April 6, 2004.  Motion Senator Nelson, Second Senator Zugic.  Minutes approved as amended.
Dr. Meier:  Senate Majority Leader Martinez stated that Dr. Meier is obviously not on campus but the Bylaws say that the agenda must include him so his name will remain until the Bylaws are changed.
Mr. Williams:  *He and Dee Dee Kanikkeberg had first meeting with Dr. Thomas.on Monday reporting on the activities of his units.  It went well.  We will continue to report to the President until a new Vice-President for Administrative Services is hired.  *He had told the Senate that the RFPs for the Card Swipe were in and had been read, evaluated and graded and were sent to Boise.  The last communication he got from Whitney was that there was a question from the purchasing people for the State about the financial cost incurred with the two systems.  They need more clarification so there is a hold.  He will let the Senate know more as soon as he hears.  *It may be too late in the game for this group of people this semester, but he wanted to tell you again and he will tell you next semester.  CPR Training is available through Student Health.  You will receive a CPR card and be certified.  This might be something this group might wants to do.
Melissa Nelson:  This week besides the basketball leagues is SPB has scheduled the comic book artist and short film maker Doug Ten Napel in MLH 100 on Thursday at 7:00 p.m.  This is a free lecture and short film show.
Executive Report:  

· President Coleman:  *He asked the Ethics Committee to meet regarding stipends for this semester and get recommendations turned in to Senator Martinez and VP Andrews.  He would like to get checks issued by the last meeting of the month before Sine Die.  *Student Technology Fee Committee Meeting trying to get the exact day and time set for the meeting.  It is currently set for a time that won’t work for most of us on the committee so we are trying to get that changed.  *The Search Committee for the Vice President of Administrative Services is now looking at applications.  President Coleman has reviewed 13 applications.  The process is going well.  *He will be attending his first President’s Council meeting on Wednesday.  *President’ Thomas will be here on Thursday.  *DEC Club (James Stearns that was here last Thursday to present.) can’t do the election BBQ.  They will just be returning from out of town three days before and won’t have enough time to prepare.  Discussion ensued.  Sodexho will be doing the BBQ.  *The next debate is on Wednesday at Noon.  Hope to have more Student Government representation present.  *Dine with Dene is on Thursday at Noon.  We will have Idaho representatives present.

Committee Reports:

· Library Committee:  Senator Zugic reported.  The committee voted to extend the library hours 1 hour each day/evening during dead week and finals week.  Senator Zugic will see Paul Krause next week.

· Graduation:  Senator Wak Wak reported.  There are only a handful of gifts left to purchase.  Games to be decided.  Senator Reno stated that the Puerto Vallarta trip has been cancelled and changed to a Cancun trip due to the letter that went out to the graduates.  Cancun trip will cost approximately $1,800.  

· Mascott Committee:  Senator Wak Wak reported.  A letter has been sent to the Nez Perce Tribe to invite them to come up with a logo to go with the Warrior name.

· Craft Fair Committee:  Senator Buettner reported.  A refund policy was written and agreed upon.
· Faculty Senate:  Senator Caines reported.  The Faculty Senate discussed the policy for awarding of incomplete grades.  He read the policy and asked if anyone had any input.  Senator Reno asked what the old policy was.  Senator Caines did not know.  He thought it may not have had the percentage of work requirement in it which now reads 80% completed to receive an Incomplete (I).  There was no further input.

· Ways & Means:  Senator Martinez reported.  Issues of the Bylaws, Syllabus, Dr. Meier, and loopholes are being looked at.  Some proposals and letters are being written and will come forth soon.
New Business:
