April 27, 2004

· Student Affairs Committee:  Senator Wak Wak reported.  There will be a meeting April 28th 

· Curriculum Committee:  Senator Wak Wak reported.  Met Friday morning, which was the last meeting of the year.  Any proposals that have not been reviewed will reconvene at the first meeting of next semester

· Institutional Development Committee:  Senator Buettner reported. They had a meeting April 26th.  $47,000 was divided up and distributed.

New Business:

Senate Information Reports:

· President Coleman:  He and Senator Wak Wak attended State Board of Education meeting last Thursday.  Received interesting information from ASEY. Because of all the budget problems they are encountering, there will no longer be a student government.  SBOE also revisiting alcohol policies on campuses.  No solid decision was made. 

· Senator Zugic:  Reminded Senate that the student art show will be held at 5 p.m. at the Center for Arts and History on Friday April 30th.  Art will be available for purchase.

· Senator Reno:  Discussion took place in regards to remodeling club offices, Vice President office, and Judicial office. Judicial office was quoted at $3,000. Remodel will include new furniture, orders have been made. Vice President office was quoted for remodel; no orders have been made.  At end of discussion, Senate agreed that VP Office stays as is; quote will not be taken.  Senator Reno suggests that money could be better spent on more useful things such as laptops, rather then furniture.

· Mr. Williams- Noted a correction on Roundtable meeting notes on the day of April 22nd.  Correction is to be changed from saying that ATK will offer summer work, not Job Service.

· President Coleman- An ASLCSC Student Leadership award will be given out at the graduation banquet.  Anybody can nominate a student for this award, including students, faculty, and staff.  Students that will be nominated must show exemplatory service or leadership on campus in academic clubs, organizations, etc.  Suggestions of nominees need to be submitted in President Coleman’s mailbox by May 5th no later than 5:00 p.m.
