Minutes:  May 6, 2003 – Motion to approve Senator Sidor, Second Senator Reno.  Motion carries.
Ernie Williams:  Welcomed the students/student government back.  He talked about the responsibilities of being a Senator.  He then reinforced the notion that you are representatives of the students.  He and Dr. Meier are here to assist and advise only not to set policy you do.  At times if it looks as if you are about to step in we may say you might want to back up and look at that again but we won’t tell you what to do.  We will support you the best we can.  We are not here to run your organization.  It is great to have you back.
Melissa Nelson:  Invited everyone to participate in Ultimate Frisbee on Wednesday night.  She explained that she is the Coordinator of Student Activities and plans and coordinates the intramurals and recreational activities on campus.  All kinds of sporting events are offered.  Schedules are available outside the Student Activities Office.  The Radio Club was started a few years ago and has been working to get a Radio Station on campus.  This semester she and Tate Smith are teaching a Radio Broadcasting class on Tuesdays and Thursdays 3-4:15.  The goal is to have the station up and running by the start of spring semester.  A contract is being worked on between LCSC and LHS to use their equipment.

Dr. Meier:   Talked about leadership style and effective ways of working as a student government.  Often times students underestimate the influence, power, they might have.  Your decisions are influential.    Enrollment – 8% increase.  FTE – 7% increase.
Executive Report:

President Coleman:  Thanked everyone for their help with the Welcome Fair.  Followed up with something Dr. Meier’s said.  We won’t always agree as a group.  But we will come together and have a majority opinion.  He expressed that his decision will be the majority decision even if he disagrees.  He introduced the Executive Branch.  At SBOE meetings this summer it was decided to decide student fees in January instead of April.  Therefore, we will be working on student fees this semester.  SBOE will be at LCSC in October.  At that time there will be a progress report from LCSC.  He has been asked to participate in that presentation this year.  He discussed the binders that were distributed and some of the important dates coming up.  He asked everyone to read through the information in the binder.
Judicial Report:  Associate Justice reported that Chief Justice Ward would be present next Tuesday to discuss the Judicial role and complaint process.

It was suggested to wait until committees were formed and let the Ways & Means Committee and Ethics Committee deal with this issue.
