Executive Report:  

· President Coleman:  *Dine with Dene on Thursday at Noon.  *Senator Cramer will be the next Senator profiled in the Pathfinder.  *The Committee members from Coeur d’Alene will be here on Thursday, March 4th.
· Vice-President Andrews:  *Security is having problems with the construction vehicles/workers blocking the fire hydrant located across from the SUB.  When they are asked to move the vehicles blocking the hydrant they (security) are told that they (construction workers) don’t have to listen to rent-a-cops and will continue to park there until higher-ups do something about it.  Vice-President Andrews has suggested to the Security Office he spoke to that they issue tickets until they do get something done about it.  *You might want to notify anyone you know that might be parking outside the SUB during athletic events that security will wait until they are parked there and then they will put up the barrier and lock the vehicles in.  *Regarding the issue of the muddy construction area outside the SUB and MLH – VP Andrews stated that while cleaning his barn he located some belting from Potlatch that would work to lie over the muddy areas.  He is willing to donate it and haul it to campus if it can be used.  *He requested that all of the Senators complete their office hour schedule to be put in the schedule binder.
