· President Coleman:  *The Dean of Academic Affairs Candidates, there are three of them that are coming to campus, the first one will be this Thursday and is Christine Pharr.  There will be two informal sessions to meet and talk with her about her views – 2/19 in SUB 143 at 1:00 p.m and 2/20 in SUB 224 at 9:30 a.m..  She will be giving her campus presentation at 3:00 p.m. on 2/19 in the Library TCC.  *In the newspaper today it appears that the 2% pay increase that the Governor proposed to the legislature was discussing JFAC propose that half of that come from student fees.  As Senator Martinez and I were looking through some of the statutes, this is illegal in the Idaho Constitution.  What this means is that we are going to be discussing student fees a lot more.  When he met with President Thomas today she basically expressed that if this does go through this way that a percentage of faculty salaries are going to be coming from student fees then the presidents from all of the institutions will be going back to the State Board and asking for the full increase that they can get.  Our first battle is going to be with the legislature.  Tom and I will be drafting a letter to send to the legislature.  He suggested even sending someone to Boise to lobby.  Senator Martinez spoke up to suggest writing a resolution to go along with the letter to the legislature.  In this way it would be a unified front and not just a letter coming from “a” President or “a” Senator.
