Dr. Meier:
*Reported on the status of the Residence Hall Committee.  The committee met and then he forwarded a report of the activity to the President.  It is now his responsibility to work with the people at U of I to do an RFP process with them to first get a professionally done demand study to bolster our credibility with the bonding issue to get better rates there and also for our own sense of security, in a sense taking the risk which it always is when building new space, that you are going to be able to fill them up, that it is going to be the right decision.  He has contacted a man at the University of Idaho who is working with that.  He is sending some information.  Dr. Meier assumes that the committee will get back together.  He will work through Laura to notify the student members.  The next step, right at the end of the committee meeting, it was suggested by Dean Froehlich to look at the current Clark Hall site as a possibility as apposed to some other sites on campus  where we might build a building in phases.  Building part of it in the current space which is parking that could just as easily be across the street in the 11th Avenue lot.  There would be less impact both as height that we went and the fact that we own most of the property around there.  There would be less environmental impact in a sense to the community.  The committee will get back together and look at that as far as a site and then we will have some information to look at as far as the RFP study.  *An issue that came up that Student Government might want to consider is that apparently one of our student clubs that was actually done illegally.  Idaho State law provides for the fact that anything valued in excess of $1,000.00 you need to have a license for that.  He was not aware of that.  He was not even aware that one of our clubs did this raffle.  He thinks that this is a problem we will have when Clubs & Organizations do choose to do raffles.  His information indicates that Athletics is the only department that has this license.  He has not had a chance to research the licensing but does not think there is much expense involved, just reporting back.  This may be up to each individual club, or there may be a way to get a blanket license.  He suggested ASLCSC VP Andrews and he talk more about looking into it.  He suggested that there be future training for advisors in this area.  
Mr. Williams:  *Was notified by Whitney Pugh that he was selected to read the RFPs for the new ID Card system.  *The SUB Board will be meeting soon.  Those of you on that committee will be notified of date, time and place. 

Melissa Nelson:  SPB is sponsoring a Comedy Show on March 3 and a Concert with Stephen Jay on March 4th.  There will be free roller skating on Wednesday at the Rollaway and Volleyball in the Warrior Gym on Sunday.
Executive Report:  

· President Coleman:  The legislature might be reconsidering the proposal from JFAC.  We will get petition signatures as scheduled.  Discussion ensued.  Dr. Meier warned not to make the wording of the petition accusatory.  
Committee Reports:  
· Boathouse Committee:  Senator Reno reported.  The Committee has received an interesting invite from Jesse Sears (Doc Sears’ son).  He really wants to make the Boathouse/Outdoor Recreation Facility happen.  The Boathouse is at a stopping point because lack of funding since the grant proposal we tried to do was turned down.  Our next step was to do a need assessment.  Jesse has a group of students at U of I that are doing a senior research project on getting an outdoor recreation program started here in Lewiston and they want to conduct a needs assessment for their senior research project.  This would be a very formal assessment.  Senator Reno told him to go ahead with it.  He would also be willing to work with this committee on whatever else needed to be done.  Jesse is also interested in renaming the Boathouse to something like the David “Doc” Sears Outdoor Recreation Center.
· Crosswalk Committee:  Senator Reno reported.  He has been playing phone tag with the traffic person from the city but he is still working on it.

· Graduation Committee:  VP Andrews reported.  This committee will meet on Friday, February 27th at 1:00 p.m. in SUB 141.
