Intramurals has scheduled a Ski Trip to Silver Mountain on January 24.  Sign up at the Information Desk.  Spring Basketball League starts February 1.  Pool and Ping Pong Leagues will be starting on February 9.  The first free night of bowling will be on February 7 ($1.50 shoe rental).
Executive Report:  

· President Coleman:  *Housekeeping – Door code to the ASB Office will be changed tomorrow.  The new code was announced.  *He discussed a Winter Retreat in McCall on January 31 and February 1.  *He announced that the Media Relations Director Aaron Mills had resigned.  President Coleman has sought information from professors about who would be a good media relations director for ASLCSC and he introduced Stephanie Aubuchon as his recommendation to fill the position.  A bill will be forthcoming.
· Vice-President Andrews:  *Gave a budget report.  *He received an email from a student who is concerned that the Library hours are not sufficient for a college campus.  Discussion ensued.  Several Senators agreed that the Library needed to be open longer hours.  Dr. Meier suggested asking Paul Kraus, Director of the Library to come and discuss the issue with the Senate.  President Coleman will try to invite him for Thursday.
· President Coleman:  Asked for volunteers to give 30 minute campus tours to the candidates for Dean of Academic Programs.  President Coleman volunteered for February 19, Senators Martinez and Reno volunteered for February 23 and Vice President Andrews volunteered for March 4.
Dr. Meier:  Reported that current student headcount is 2,988.  Numbers are above what they were at this time last year and holding.
Committee Reports:
· MLK Day Committee – President Coleman reported.  There will be a panel discussion next Tuesday from 12:00 to 1:30 p.m.  Two diversity awards will be given out.  One for academic diversity and one for campus diversity.
· Santa’s Helpers – Laura Wilson reported.  The committee served 11 families and 34 children with monetary donations of $1,949.12 together with the beginning account balance of $570.  The committee spent $1,877.55.  Other donations included one used mountain bike from Steve’s Pawn Shop, 30+ free skating passes from the Rollaway Skating Rink, 96 free kids meals w/purchase coupons from Happy Day Corporation, a turkey from Sodexho and a turkey from Dan Leachman/Lewiston Seafood.
· Craft Fair:  Vice-President Andrews reported:  He handled a call from a disgruntled crafter today who was unhappy about her the amount of refund she received due to cancellation.  Later this semester the committee needs to meet and draft a formal refund policy.
· Book Exchange:  Senator Martinez reported.  On Monday books were selling really well.  Today they were selling at a much slower rate.
