Executive Report:  

· President Coleman:  *Coeur d’Alene Students will be here on campus Thursday and will attend the Round Table meeting.  *The last candidate for Dean of Academic Affairs will be here on Thursday.  VP Andrews will be giving him a campus tour.  *President Coleman read suggestions retrieved from the suggestion boxes.  VP Andrews and Senator Wak Wak will be writing some letters in response to some of the suggestions.  *President Coleman read a letter from Rob Lohrmeyer, Dean of the School of Technology.  The letter was thanking Senators Buettner and Caines for their efforts in getting a courtesy telephone installed in the Mechanical Technical Building.  *President Coleman told the Senate that there over 350 signatures collected on the Higher Education Petition (2% salary increase vs student fees).  There is a resolution on the agenda tonight regarding this issue.

· Vice-President Andrews:  Budget report via handout.  Senator Dudley being new to the Senate asked about the budget.  VP Andrews gave a brief explanation.  VP Andrews also explained that the Budget Director Whitney Pugh expects there to be about $2,500 more in the ASLCSC budget due to increased enrollment.  It was asked what the increase to the general account was due to:  University Directories profit sharing deposit $3,000.  Other budget questions were answered as well.
Mr. Williams:  *Received an update on the student insurance from Renaissance.  The update will be read at  the meeting on Friday at 3:00 p.m. in the Alumni Board room.  *Plans are underway to get new furniture in the Judicial Office.  *Tomorrow night is the Comedy Show.  Thursday night is the concert with Stephen Jay, Weird Al’s bassist.
· Judicial:  Associate Justice Sphuler reported that Judicial is getting ready for elections and they will be getting new furniture for the office.
Committee Reports:  
· Library:  Senator Zugic reported.  She met with Paul Kraus again regarding the library hours.  She passed around a spread sheet with the peak days using the numbers of the people in the library at closing time.  Starting tomorrow you can look and try to pinpoint some days to actually increase the hours because it is probably not going to be possible to increase the hours for the whole week.  Paul did say that he would increase the hours for a couple weeks before finals.  He will also send her a breakdown of the hourly cost to have the library open with a minimum of 2 people working.  Paul Krause is willing to come in and meet with the Senate to discuss the Library hours.
· Graduation Committee:  VP Andrews reported.  The committee met and has decided to purchase 10 gifts at various price levels.  This year’s theme will be a Mexican style fiesta – “The Final Fiesta”.  The committee will meet each Friday at 1:00 p.m. in SUB 225.  

· Curriculum:  Senator Wak Wak reported.  The committee discussed reducing the RN Nursing Track from 44 credits down to 36 so that students can take more electives.  They will be adding a couple more courses to the Humanities programs.  President Coleman reminded the Senate that there was still one more student needed on the Curriculum Committee.  Senator Dudley volunteered.

· Finance Committee:  VP Andrews reported.  The committee met and discussed the Clubs and Organization proposals.  There is a Senate Bill on the agenda to approve the funding recommended by the Finance Committee.

· Mascot Committee:  VP Andrews reported.  The Mascot Committee will meet on Friday following the Graduation Banquet Committee on Friday.  Anyone interested in being involved is welcome.

· Senate Bill 04-S028, Motion Senator Wak Wak, Second Senator Cramer.  Discussion ensued.  9 yes Bill passed.
· Senate Resolution 04-S006, Motion Senator Wak Wak, Second Senator Caines/Rodgers.  Discussion. 9 yes votes. Passed.
