Minutes:  March 9, 2004, Motion to approve Senator Rodgers, Second Senator Caines.  Motion carries.  Minutes passed.
Mr. Williams:  *Announced the Health Fair being held on campus Noon-7p.m. on Thursday and 9am-2pm on Friday in the WCC.  *Select ID Card Committee members have finished reading the RFPs and calling references.  The scores are being tabulated now.  The decision will be made and announced within the next few weeks.  *The Search Committee has been formed with student representation for the Coordinator of Student Activities.
Melissa Nelson:  Announced various SPB and Intramural activities going on throughout the next week or so.  Please see Melissa for details.
Dr. Meier:  Last night he attended a follow-up meeting regarding a new high school for the City of Lewiston.  There is a new plan now for a site of approximately 300 acres that the City and the School District and LCSC are looking at.  The college would be investing (grants) in a skid pad used for truck driver training at the new site.  LCSC would be partnering with the school district in buying property in the new location.  The high school would need at least 80 acres with room for expansion and the old location for the new high school was only 65 acres.  The City Parks & Rec. would take up 150 acres.  It is all in the future and depends on whether or not they can pass a school bond.  If this is done, the current Bengal stadium would become a junior high stadium.  He went on to explain some of the plans for the new high school.
Executive Report:  

· President Coleman:  *The State Board of Education did not approve further increases in student fees.  This means that there is a shortfall in the LCSC budget of $150,000.  Finance committee or whoever wants to work on finding areas to cut back needs to meet this week.  President Coleman plans to start working on the issue after 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday.  *In order to get the ASLCSC Web page as a main link on the LCSC Home Page it must be upgraded and more dynamic.  President Coleman has a 1p.m. meeting on Wednesday with a student from Jason Blazzard’s class who is going to redesign our Web page.

· Student Affairs:  President Coleman reported.  The plus/minus grading system that has been on the agenda for some time was briefly discussed.  He asked the Senate for their opinion on this issue.  Discussion ensued.  There were feelings for and against the plus/minus system.  The feelings against were mostly because of the inconsistent use across campus.  The issue was tabled for now and will be discussed further at a future date to be determined.  
· Graduation Committee:  VP Andrews reported.  The committee will meet again this Friday at 1:00 p.m.  Senator Rodgers has worked to get three of the prizes.  Senator Wak Wak stated that the person needed to talk to at Sylvan’s is and has been out of town due to a death in the family.

· Senator Buettner:  Regarding a Technical tour she has talked to Heidi about setting one up.  Heidi suggests that between 10am and 1pm is the best time.  It was decided to do one at Noon on Monday.
· Senator Caines:  Had a student complaint about the construction equipment parked in the parking lot across from the baseball field taking up parking spaces.  He also observed construction workers parking in the lot as well.  When Senator Caines talked with a Security Officer regarding the issue he was told there was no policy regarding the construction equipment and that if the construction workers had a temporary parking permit they were allowed to park in the parking lot.  Discussion ensued.  Outcome:  There isn’t anything that can be done about the large construction equipment.  However, it was stated that the construction workers (not company vehicles) should have to purchase parking permits just like everyone else.
· Senator Martinez:  Talking River Review Mission Statement – will copy for everyone.  They will be scheduled to come to a Round Table meeting once the TRR is published.  Senator Wak Wak noted that the TRR budget is currently in good standing.  Senator Reno once again stated that they are sponsoring a poetry book.  Senator Martinez stated that he though that this issue of the TRR is all student driven.  
· VP Andrews:  The Craft Fair Committee needs to meet and write a formal refund policy.

· Senator Dudley asked when you are supposed to apply for graduation – The answer is the February 1 year prior to when you plan to graduate.
· Senator Nelson:  Stated that there have been no applications turned in for Editor or Business Manager of The Pathfinder.  She asked everyone to tell people they thought may be interested.  
· Senator Reno:  As part of the Boathouse/Outdoor Rec. Committee Jesse Sears is doing a survey for his senior research project that needs to be distributed to 800 students.  Senator Reno requested help from Student Government to help distribute the surveys and get them back to Jesse.  The Senate agreed to help.

· Ernie Williams:  Reminded everyone to stop by the Health Fair on Thursday or Friday.  Also, announced that SUB 205 is coming offline as a meeting room.  The Radio Station will soon become a reality and be utilizing that space.  He has notified Kerry to no longer schedule the room.

· Senator Wak Wak:  Talked with her advisor who recommended that students start signing up for advising early instead of waiting until just before time to register.  Other senators spoke up to say they like the way their Divisions set up group/one day advising and get it all done at one time.
