Basically if clubs want to do a fundraiser and sell pop they are required to get Pepsi products from Ida Vend and sell the product at the vending machine prices.  Clubs cannot purchase or get donations of other brands of pop to sell at fundraisers or events.  Clubs can request a specific amount of product from Ida Vend and if all of if it is not used it can be returned.  Discussion ensued.  The Senate would like to look at the actual contract before scheduling any further meetings on this issue.
