Students questioned this since LC is tax exempt, etc.  Ernie checked with Kent Kinyon in the Controller’s Office and yes, we do have to pay sales tax when we sell items for profit.  He is going to check into what the $1 sales tax student fee is for.

Executive Report:

· Vice-President Andrews:  Gave a budget report via a handout and the overhead projector.  He explained that the increase to the Graduation account was due to a deposit of Craft Fair booth rental fees.
