Dr. Meier:  Reported record enrollment numbers.  Tenth day head count is at 3, 471 a 12% increase.  This is 3.2% above the previous record in 1994.  Minority enrollment increase is 46.7%, Hispanic 79%, and Native American 36%.  30% of the increase is direct from high school.  Dr. Meier then briefly discussed student fees.  The State Board of Education changed the timing on setting student fees therefore discussions will take place this fall and the fee hearing will be in early to mid November.  He enjoyed the Jet Boat trip and thought it was a great idea to invite randomly picked students.  He would like to do that himself, randomly select students from time to time, and talk to them.
Ernie Williams:  Also enjoyed the Jet Boat trip and had opportunity to talk with the students who were able to go.  They were impressed and their interest in student government was peaked.
