To Whom It May Concern:


Last year, the Constitution of the Associated Students of Lewis-Clark State College was amended.  This amendment redefined the definition of ASLCSC member to include all students, both on the Lewiston campus and at all outreach centers and sites, who take at least one credit form Lewis-Clark State College.  During the 2001-2002 school year, students from the LCSC Coeur d’ Alene Outreach Center have come together under the direction of Rocky Owens to seek recognition as a student governing body.  They have done so with the goal of cooperating with the ASLCSC government on the Lewiston campus in order to represent the interests of LCSC Coeur d’ Alene students as well as provide programs and projects for the benefits of those students.


In order to facilitate this goal, the ASLCSC government has taken steps to recognize the six-student Coeur d’ Alene committee as an Executive Standing Committee of the ASLCSC that will be made accountable by the executive branch of the ASLCSC.  As with almost all acts of government, the endeavor to represent students at the Coeur d’ Alene Campus of LCSC has met with minor difficulties.  The most significant of these problems has been in the area of funding.  Despite the fact that all students at the Coeur d’ Alene Campus are members of the ASLCSC, as per our Constitution, they do not pay into the ASLCSC government line item fee.  Therefore, the student government has found it difficult to justify allocating funds to this group.  An extensive effort to secure another source of funding for the Coeur d’ Alene Executive Standing Committee to use for the benefit of LCSC students on that campus has resulted in the creation of the following proposal. Fee Proposal

Purpose:
The purpose of this proposal is to secure funding for student programs and representation through the Coeur d’ Alene Executive Standing Committee designed to benefit the more than 250 students at the Lewis-Clark State College Coeur d’ Alene Outreach Center.

Plan:
Discussions with the school’s budget director revealed to the ASCLCSC and the Coeur d’ Alene Executive Standing Committee that students at the Coeur d’ Alene Center pay the same eight dollar line item into the Co-curricular fund as students attending the main campus.  Ironically, the LCSC-CDA center currently has no programs that meet the criteria to receive Co-curricular funding.  Therefore, we propose that four dollars of the Co-curricular line item fee that students attending the Coeur d’ Alene Center of Lewis-Clark State College pay be redirected into an Outreach Executive Standing Committee Fee to be made available for use by recognized student representative from the Coeur d’ Alene Campus.  This fund will be used to represent and benefit the LCSC students in Coeur d’ Alene.  The remaining three-four dollars (based on a potential cut in the Co-curricular line item) remaining I the original fee will continue to go into Co-curricular.  These funds will be made available should the Coeur d’ Alene Campus every form an organization which qualifies for Co-curricular funds.

Committee:
As per the Bylaws of the Associated Students of Lewis-Clark State College, any expenditure by an Executive Standing Committee that exceeds $350 must have the approval of the ASLCSC president.  Thus, the expenditures of the Coeur d’ Alene Executive Standing Committee will be held accountable by the Executive Branch of the ASLCSC.

Balance:
We propose that any funds secured for the Coeur d’ Alene students be placed into a separate account similar to that of the Co-Curricular or the ASLCSC government.  Any funds that are not spent by the committee will be placed into a fund balance to be carried over between years, much like the accounts of the Associated Students of Lewis-Clark State College.

Benefit:
The reallocation of four dollars from the Coeur d’ Alene Center’s Co-Curricular fee will allow the Coeur d’ Alene Executive Standing Committee to communicate the needs of Lewis-Clark State College students in Coeur d’ Alene as well as initiate programs and projects for the benefit of the more than 250 students at that campus.
