Whereas: LCSC students currently pay $1.50 fee for a Student Literary

Publication as part of their full-time fees.

12 Whereas: This $1.50 fee has been used to support the publication of the Talking

13 River Review (TRR) literary publication.

14 Whereas: The TRR is a selective publication that typically publishes work from

15 writers from all parts of the country as well as a limited number of

16 LCSC students in each issue.

17 Whereas: The TRR is edited and published by LCSC students, under the

18 supervision of a faculty advisor from the Humanities Division.

19 Whereas: The TRR has recently experienced a major changed in advisors and

20 advising standards, resulting in a loss of continuity of purpose, form,

21 and economic vision.

22 Whereas: The TRR currently has less than 100 subscriptions.

23 Whereas: The TRR has a recently experienced one instance of economic

24 difficulty. 

25 Whereas: Many LCSC students aren’t even aware of the existence of the TRR,

26 even though their fees subsidize the publication.

27 Whereas: Students who have been involved with the publication of the TRR, as

28 well as LCSC faculty, have expressed their desire to continue the

29 publication of the TRR.

30 Whereas: The TRR is currently operating without a written strategic plan, a

31 written business plan, or a written manual of policies and procedures.

32 Whereas: There is no formal method for choosing the student editor of the TRR.

33 Whereas: The TRR operates under the purview of the LCSC Communications

34 Board.

35 THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE ASLCSC SENATE:

36 Section 1: The ASLCSC recommends that the Communications Board require the

37 TRR to make the following changes:

38 A. The TRR articulate a written mission statement and present it to the

39 Communications Board by the end of the Fall 2003 Semester.

40 B. The TRR develop a written polices and procedures manual to be used

41 by future students working on the publication.

42 C. The TRR develop a  3-5 year vision statement, describing how it will

43 use its allocated student funds.

44 D. The TRR develop a business plan, including marketing strategies and

45 budget development aimed toward increasing the subscription base of

46 the publication, that is aimed at making the TRR self-supporting, but 

47 not necessarily aimed at generating an extensive amount of profit.

48 E. That the Editor-in-Chief of the TRR be approved by the 

49 Communications Board each spring semester through an

50 application process set forth in the TRR strategic plan.

51 F. That a Business Manager be approved by the

52 Communications Board each spring through an application process set

53 forth in the TRR strategic plan.

54 G. That the TRR submit a progress report and budget report for the

55 current semester to the Communications Board once each semester.

56 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED BY THE ASLCSC SENATE:

57 Section 2: That the ASLCSC will review the progress of the TRR in March 2004,

58 and again in March 2005, as part of its regular review of programs

59 funded by student fees.

60 Section 3: That the ASLCSC strongly recommends that the publication

61 include a greater amount of student work.

62 Section 4: This resolution will pass upon a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the

63 ASLCSC Senate and the signature of the ASLCSC President.
