17 Whereas: LCSC drama productions have been written, directed and performed 

18                 by students at LCSC.

19 Whereas: The LCSC theater program has been facing the possibility of cuts and

20                 LCSC students will lose the performance outlets that have been

21                 available if these cuts are implemented.

22 Whereas: The theater performances at LCSC provide the performing arts 

23                 experience for students, faculty and Lewiston residents during

24                 the LCSC school year.

25 Whereas: Students who have been involved with theater productions, members

26                 of Alpha Psi Omega, students and faculty have expressed the desire to

27                 continue with some form of drama aboard the campus.
