17        Whereas: The Justice Branch of government was in violation of their own 

18                       codes.  

19         Whereas: The Election Board allowed violations of the election code 

20                        to go without discipline.

21         Whereas: The candidates in the election did not get sufficient chance to 

22                         debate the issues in the absence of debates. 

23          Whereas: Due to these failings, the election can be seen as unfair and be

24                         disputed by the students of LCSC.  

25          Whereas: The ASLCSC would like to prevent this type of failure in

26                         future elections.  

27       THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE ASLCSC SENATE:
