Patty Leonard spoke about the conferences she attended as the President of the “Idaho Public Employees Association (IPEA) and attended the National Conference on State Legislators (NCSL) in July.  They discussed the national health care reform initiative and met with employee association representatives in various states who had similar budgetary challenges as in Idaho.  They all left in hopes that the recession would lift in the next few years.
