Amanda Schacher also talked about another “fun” thing for CSO members to do which is completely voluntary.

Beginning at the December CSO meeting, CSO members that would like to participate can put their name, department, likes, dislikes, etc. on a card and toss it in a basket.  All CSO members that participate will pick a name out of the basket and that person will be your “Secret CSO” until the April social.
