The Idaho State Board of Education is holding a Public Hearing via videoconference regarding the proposed rules for accountability and teacher certification on October 16, 2003, from 7:00pm to 9:00pm MDT. Proposed rules and rule changes being considered are:

Adding the Idaho Standards Achievement Test (ISAT) as a graduation requirement 

·
Incorporating "No Child Left Behind" requirements into a state school accountability plan

·
Teacher certification

·
Revisions to the code of ethics 

·
Requirements for testing for new teachers, and  

·
Changes to the alternative certification process.

President Thomas distributed a document reflecting the ten-year history of resident fees to assist in student fee increase discussions.  The ten-year history reflects LCSC having had the lowest fees in state.  President Thomas does not see a correlation with cost and access to higher education.  Small classes and personal education justify the proposed increase in student fees.  The ten percent increase request equates to catch-up with the other Idaho institutions. 
Provost and Vice Presidents’ Reports

Provost:   Comments incorporated in the report on Coeur d’Alene LCSC Day above. 
The first of three economic summits for north central Idaho and south eastern Washington is scheduled for Wednesday, November 12, at the Red Lion Hotel.   The Clearwater Economic Development Association has taken the lead in collaborating with regional organizations (Dept. of Labor,  ISBDC, Nez Perce Tribe, Valley Vision, etc.).  The summit is for people who are interested in developing partnerships; increasing regional collaboration; planning for strategic  use of economic development resources in north-central and southeast Washington.  Action items will be assigned at the conclusion of the summit for follow-up at subsequent summits. 
Administrative Services:   
Lewis Clark State College is open on Columbus Day and Veterans Day, both official holidays for the State of Idaho. In lieu of working those days, employees receive an extra day off at Thanksgiving, an extra day at Christmas and an extra day at New Years. 

Employees who earn time and a half for holidays receive all three days by earning comp time for the holidays worked. Earning time and a half for 8 hours gives the employee 12 hours of accrued comp time for each holiday worked. For working two holidays, covered employees receive 24 hours of comp time, which should be taken on the three extra days listed. Non salaried employees who do not earn time and a half for overtime will be paid for the holiday worked.  Salaried employees earn straight time for working the holidays and must submit a leave slip for January 2.    Supervisors should contact Human Resources for assistance.
Student Affairs:
