2. Studeats must mect all regular program admission requirements.
3. Instructors from both the secondary and postsecondary program will review this asticulation agreement annually. Changes in the agrecment
will be made only with the consent of both the sccondary school and postsecondary institution.
4. Credits earned in this program may transfer to other Idaho institutions. There may be a transciption fee for articulated credit.
5. This TECH PREP articulation agreement will remain in effect until canceled by either party subject to the following: Notice Of
